Thi s docunent updates [ RFC5378] to change the nane of the | ETF Trust
to the IETF IPMC and the editor’s contact info, but does not change
the policies or intellectual property rights in Contributions to the
| ETF fromthose in [ RFC5378].

Process. Internet-Drafts are posted on the | ETF web site by the | ETF
Secretariat. As noted in Section 2.2 of RFC 2026, Internet-Drafts
have a nom nal maximumlifetime of six months in the |ETF
Secretariat’s public directory.
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j. "Legend Instructions": the standardized text that is maintained
by the | ETF Trust and is included in | ETF Docunents and the

k. "RFC': the publication series used by the | ETF anpong ot hers.

| . "Reasonably and personally known": sonething an individual knows
personal ly or, because of the job the individual holds, would
reasonably be expected to know. This wording is used to indicate
that an organi zati on cannot purposely keep an individual in the dark
about certain information just to avoid the disclosure requirenent.

m  "Non-| ETF docunments": Internet-Drafts that are subnitted to the
RFC Edi tor independently of the | ETF Standards Process. (See
Section 4.)

n. "IETF Intellectual Property Managenent": |ETF IPM the role of
hol di ng and administering the intellectual property rights for the

o. "IETF Intellectual Property Managenent Corporation": |IETF |IPMC, A

2. I nt roduction

In all matters of copyright and docunent procedures, the intent is to
benefit the Internet community and the public at large, while
respecting the legitimate rights of others.

Under the | aws of nobst countries and current international treaties
(for example the " Convention for the Protection of Literary and
Artistic Work" [BERNE]), authors obtain nunerous rights in the works
they produce automatically upon producing them These rights include
copyrights, noral rights, and other rights. In nmany cases, if the
aut hor produces a work within the scope of his or her enpl oynment,

most of those rights are usually assigned to the enpl oyer, either by
operation of law or, in many cases, under contract. (The Berne
Convention nanmes somne rights as "inalienable", which neans that the
author retains themin all cases.)
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In order for Contributions to be used within the | ETF Standards
Process, including when they are published as Internet-Drafts or

RFCs, certain limted rights nust be granted to the | ETF Intellectua
Property Managenent Corporation (IPMC) , which then grants the
necessary rights to the IETF. 1In addition, Contributors nust nake
representations to the IETF I PMC and the | ETF regarding their ability
to grant these rights.

Section 1 provides definitions used in these policies. Sections 3
and 4 of this docunent explain the rationale for these provisions.
Sections 1, 2, 5, and 6 of this docunent are normative, the other
sections are informative. RFC 3979 BCP79 [ RFC3979] deals with
rights, including possible patent rights, in technol ogi es devel oped
or specified as part of the IETF Standards Process. This document is
not intended to address those issues.

Thi s meno obsol etes RFCs [ RFC5378], [RFC3978] and [ RFC4748] and, with
RFC 3979 BCP79 and [ RFC5377], replaces Section 10 of RFC 2026
[ RFC2026] .

Thi s docunent is not intended as | egal advice. Readers are advised
to consult their own |egal advisors if they would like a |l ega
interpretation of their rights or the rights of the IETF | PMC

[ RFC4371] in any Contributions they nake.

2. 1. No Retroactive Effect

This nmeno does not retroactively obtain additional rights from
Contri butions that predate the date that the I ETF Intell ectua
Property Managenent Corporation announces the adoption of these
procedures.

2.2. |1 ETF Trust Successor |ETF Intellectual Propery Managenent

In 2025 the I ETF Intellectual Property Management Corporation (IETF

Exposition of Wiy These Procedures Are the Way They Are
1. Rights Ganted in Contributions

The I ETF IPMC and the | ETF nmust obtain the right to publish an | ETF
Contribution as an RFC or an Internet-Draft fromthe Contri butors.

A primary objective of this policy is to obtain fromthe docunent
authors only the non-exclusive rights that are needed to devel op and
publish | ETF Docunents and to use | ETF Contributions in the | ETF

St andards Process and potentially el sewhere.

The authors retain all other rights, but cannot w thdraw the above
rights fromthe I ETF | PMC and the | ETF.

It is inmportant to note that under this docunent, Contributors are
required to grant certain rights to the |ETF | PMC (see Section 5.3.),
which holds all IETF-related intellectual property on behalf of the

| ETF comunity. The IETF IPMC will, in turn, grant a sublicense of
these rights to all IETF participants for use in the | ETF Standards
Process (see Section 5.4.). This sublicense is necessary for the

st andards devel opnent work of the |ETF to continue. In addition, the
| ETF | PMC may grant certain other sublicenses of the rights that it
is granted under this document. In granting such other sublicenses,

the 1ETF IPMC will be guided and bound by documents such as
[ RFC5377] .

2. Rights to Use Contributions

It is inportant that the | ETF receive assurances from al
Contributors that they have the authority to grant the |IETF the
rights that they claimto grant because, under the | aws of nost
countries and applicable international treaties, copyright rights
come into existence when a work of authorship is created (but see
Section 3.5 bel ow regardi ng public domai n docunents), and the | ETF
cannot make use of | ETF Contributions if it does not have sufficient
rights with respect to these copyright rights. The IETF and its
participants would run a greater risk of liability to the owners of
these rights without this assurance. To this end, the | ETF asks
Contributors to give the assurances in Section 5.6 below. These
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assurances are requested, however, only to the extent of the
Contributor’s reasonabl e and personal know edge. (See Section 1(1).)

3.3. Right to Produce Derivative Wrks

The I ETF needs to be able to evolve | ETF Docunents in response to
experience gained in the depl oynent of the technol ogi es described in
such | ETF Docunents, to incorporate devel opnents in research, and to
react to changing conditions on the Internet and other |P networKks.
The I ETF nay al so decide to pernit others to devel op derivative works
based on Contributions. |In order to do this, the | ETF nust be able
to produce derivatives of its docunents; thus, the | ETF nust obtain
the right from Contributors to produce derivative works. Note that
the right to produce translations is required before any Contribution
can be published as an RFC, to ensure the w dest possible
distribution of the material in RFCs. The right to produce
derivative works, in addition to translations, is required for al

| ETF Standards Track documents and for nost | ETF non- Standards Track
docunents. There are two exceptions to this requirenment: documents
describing proprietary technol ogi es and docunments that are
republications of the work of other standards organizations.

The right to produce derivative works nust be granted in order for an
| ETF working group to accept a Contribution as a working group
docunent or otherwise work on it. For non-working group

Contri butions where the Contributor requests publication as a
Standards Track RFC, the right to produce derivative works nust be
granted before the IESGw Il issue an | ETF Last Call and, for nobst
non- St andards Track, non-working group Contributions, before the | ESG
will consider the Internet-Draft for publication. Qccasionally a
Contributor may not want to grant publication rights or the right to
produce derivative works before finding out if a Contribution has
been accepted for developnent in the | ETF Standards Process. In
these cases, the Contributor may include a Iimtation on the right to
make derivative works in the formspecified in the Legend
Instructions. A working group can discuss the Contribution with the
aimto decide if it should become a working group docunent, even
though the right to produce derivative works or to publish the
Contribution as an RFC has not yet been granted. However, if the
Contribution is accepted for devel opnent, the Contributor nust
resubnit the Contribution without the limtation notices before a
wor ki ng group can fornmally adopt the Contribution as a working group
docunment. The | ETF Trust nay establish different policies for
granting sublicenses with respect to different types of Contributions
and content within Contributions (such as executabl e code versus
descriptive text or references to third-party materials). The |ETF
Trust’s policies concerning the granting of sublicenses to nmake
derivative works will be guided by RFC [ RFC5377].
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The | ETF has historically encouraged organi zations to publish details
of their technol ogi es, even when the technol ogies are proprietary,
because under st andi ng how exi sting technol ogy is being used hel ps
when devel opi ng new technol ogy. But organizations that publish

i nformati on about proprietary technologies are frequently not willing
to have the | ETF produce revisions of the technol ogi es and then
possibly claimthat the | ETF version is the "new version" of the
organi zation’s technol ogy. Organizations that feel this way can
specify that a Contribution be published with the other rights
granted under this docunent but may withhold the right to produce
derivative works other than transl ations.

In addition, |ETF Docunments frequently nake normative references to
standards or reconmendations devel oped by other standards

organi zations. Since the publications of some standards

organi zations are not public docunents, it can be quite helpful to
the IETF to republish, with the perm ssion of the other standards
organi zation, sonme of these docunents as RFCs so that the | ETF
community can have open access to themto better understand what they
are referring to. In these cases, the RFCs can be published w thout
the right for the ETF to produce derivative works. 1In both of the
above cases, in which the production of derivative works is excluded,
the Contributor nust include a special legend in the Contribution, as
specified in the Legend Instructions, in order to notify |IETF

partici pants about this restriction.

3.4. Rights to Use Tradenarks

Contributors may wi sh to seek trademark or service mark protection on
any terns that are coined or used in their Contributions. The |ETF
makes no judgment about the validity of any such trademark rights.
However, the | ETF requires each Contributor, under the |licenses
described in Section 5.3 below, to grant the | ETF | PMC a perpetua
|icense to use any such trademarks or service marks solely in
exercising rights to reproduce, publish, discuss, and nodify the | ETF
Contribution. This |license does not authorize the | ETF or others to
use any trademark or service mark in connection with any product or
service of fering.

3.5. Contributions Not Subject to Copyright

Certai n docunents, including those produced by the U S. governnent
and those which are in the public domain, may not be protected by the
same copyright and other legal rights as other docunents
Nevert hel ess, we ask each Contributor to grant to the | ETF the sane
rights he or she would grant, and to nake the sane representations,
as though the | ETF Contribution were protected by the sane | ega
rights as other docunents, and as though the Contributor could be

able to grant these rights. W ask for these grants and
representations only to the extent that the Contribution may be
protected. We believe they are necessary to protect the | SOC, the
| ETF I PMC, the | ETF, the |ETF Standards Process, and all |ETF
participants, and because the | ETF does not have the resources or
wherewi thal to nmake any independent investigation as to the actua
proprietary status of any docunment submitted to it.

3.6. Copyright in RFCs

As noted above, Contributors to the IETF (or their enployers) retain
ownershi p of the copyright in their Contributions. This includes
Internet-Drafts and all other Contributions nade within the | ETF

St andards Process (e.g., via e-mmil, oral comrent, and otherw se).
However, it is inportant that the I ETF (through the | ETF | PMC) own
the copyright in docunents that are published as RFCs (other than
Informational RFCs and RFCs that are submitted as RFC Editor
Contributions). Oamership of the copyright in an RFC does not

dim nish the Contributors’ rights in their underlying contributions,
but it does prevent anyone other than the IETF IPMC (and its

i censees) fromrepublishing or nodifying an RFC in RFC format. In
this respect, Contributors are treated the sane as anybody el se:
though they may extract and republish their own Contributions without
limtation, they may not do so in the RFC format used by the | ETF.
And while this principle (which is included in Section 5.9 bel ow) may
appear to be newto the IETF, it actually reflects historica
practice and has been observed for many years through the inclusion
of an I SCC or | ETF Trust copyright notice on all RFC docunments since
the publication of [RFC2026].

4, Non- | ETF Docunent s

Thi s docunent only relates to Contributions made as part of the |IETF
Processes. Oher docunents that are referred to as Internet-Drafts
and RFCs nay be subnmitted to and published by the RFC Editor

i ndependently of the | ETF Standards Process. Such docunents are not
covered by this docunent, unless the controlling entity for that
docunent stream as described in [RFC4844] chooses to apply these
rules. Non-IETF Contributions nust be marked appropriately as
described in the Legend Instructions. See the RFC Editor web page
for informati on about the policies concerning rights in RFC Editor
Docurnents; for other docunment streans, the controlling entity nust be
contacted. See Section 11 for a declaration fromthe IAB on this
mat t er.
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5. Rights in Contributions
5.1. Ceneral Policy

By submi ssion of a Contribution, each person actually submtting the
Contribution and each named co-Contributor is deemed to have read and
understood the rules and requirenments set forth in this docunent.
Each Contributor is deened, by the act of submitting a Contribution,
to enter into a | egally-binding agreenent to conply with the terns
and conditions set forth in this docunent.

The Contributor is further deened to have agreed that he/she has
obt ai ned the necessary permnissions to enter into such an agreenent
fromany party that the Contributor reasonably and personally knows
may have rights in the Contribution, including, but not limted to,
the Contributor’s sponsor or enployer

No further acknow edgnent, signature, or other action is required to
bind a Contributor to these terns and conditions. The operation of
the 1 ETF and the work conducted by its many participants is dependent
on such agreenent by each Contributor, and each | ETF parti ci pant
expressly relies on the agreenent of each Contributor to the terns
and conditions set forth in this docunent.

5.2. Confidentiality Obligations

No i nformation or docunment that is subject to any requirenent of
confidentiality or any restriction on its dissem nation may be
submitted as a Contribution or otherw se considered in any part of
the | ETF Standards Process, and there nmust be no assunption of any
confidentiality obligation with respect to any Contribution. Each
Contri butor agrees that any statenent in a Contribution, whether
generated automatically or otherw se, that states or inplies that the
Contribution is confidential or subject to any privilege, can be

di sregarded for all purposes, and will be of no force or effect.

5.3. Rights Granted by Contributors to the IETF Intellectual Property
Management Cor porati on

To the extent that a Contribution or any portion thereof is protected
by copyright or other rights of authorship, the Contributor and each
naned co-Contributor grant a perpetual, irrevocabl e, non-exclusive,
royalty-free, world-w de, sublicensable right and license to the | ETF
| PMC under all such copyrights and other rights in the Contribution

a. to copy, publish, display, and distribute the Contribution, in
whol e or in part,
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b. to prepare translations of the Contribution into | anguages ot her
than English, in whole or in part, and to copy, publish, display, and
distribute such translations or portions thereof,

c. to nodify or prepare derivative works (in addition to

transl ations) that are based on or incorporate all or part of the
Contribution, and to copy, publish, display, and distribute such
derivative works, or portions thereof unless explicitly disallowed in
the notices contained in a Contribution (in the formspecified by the
Legend Instructions), and

d. to reproduce any trademarks, service nmarks, or trade nanes which
are included in the Contribution solely in connection with the
reproduction, distribution, or publication of the Contribution and
derivative works thereof as permtted by this Section 5.3, provided
that when reproduci ng Contributions, trademark and service nark
identifiers used in the Contribution, including TMand (R), wll be
preserved.

5.4. Sublicenses by the | ETF | PMC

The 1ETF IPMC will sublicense the rights granted to it under

Section 5.3 to all |ETF participants for use within the | ETF

St andards Process. This license is expressly granted under a |license
agreenent issued by the | ETF Trust, which can be found at
http://trustee.ietf.org/license-info.

This license is expressly granted under a license agreenent issued by
the IETF | PMC and nust contain a pointer to the full IETF | PMC
agr eenent .

In addition, the IETF | PMC may grant additional sublicenses of the
licenses granted to it hereunder. |In doing so, the IETF I PMC will
conmply with the guidance provided under [ RFC5377].

5.5. No Patent License
The licenses granted in Section 5.3 shall not be deenmed to grant any
right under any patent, patent application, or other simlar
intellectual property right disclosed by the Contributor under BCP 79
[ RFC3979] or otherwi se.

5.6. Representations and Warranties

Wth respect to each Contribution, each Contributor represents that,
to the best of his or her know edge and ability:
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a. The Contribution properly acknow edges all Contributors,
including Indirect Contributors.

b. No information in the Contribution is confidential, and the |ETF,
| ETF Trust, IETF IPMC, ISCC, and its affiliated organi zati ons may
freely disclose any information in the Contribution.

c. There are no limts to the Contributor’s ability to nake the
grants, acknow edgments, and agreenents herein that are reasonably
and personally known to the Contri butor

d. The Contributor has not intentionally included in the
Contribution any material that is defamatory or untrue or which is
illegal under the laws of the jurisdiction in which the Contributor
has his or her principal place of business or residence.

e. Al trademarks, trade names, service marks, and other proprietary
names used in the Contribution that are reasonably and personally
known to the Contributor are clearly designated as such where
reasonabl e.

5.7. No Duty to Publish

The Contributor, and each named co-Contributor, acknow edges that the
| ETF has no duty to publish or otherw se use or dissen nate any
Contribution. The |IETF reserves the right to wi thdraw or cease using
any Contribution that does not comply with the requirements of this
Section 5.

5.8. Trademarks

Contributors who claimtrademark rights in terns used in their |ETF
Contributions are requested to state specifically what conditions
apply to inplenenters of the technology relative to the use of such
trademarks. Such statenents should be subnmitted in the same way as
is done for other intellectual property clains. (See [ RFC3979]
Section 6.)

5.9. Copyright in RFCs

Subj ect to each Contributor’s (or its sponsor’s) ownership of its
underlying Contributions as described in Section 5.6 (which ownership
is qualified by the irrevocable |icenses granted under Section 5.3),
each Contributor hereby acknow edges that the copyright in any RFC in
whi ch such Contribution is included, other than an RFC that is an RFC
Editor Contribution, shall be owned by the I ETF Intellectual Property
Managenent Corporation. Such Contributor shall be deened to assign
to the I ETF | PMC such Contributor’s copyright interest in the
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collective work constituting such RFC upon the subm ssion of such RFC
for publication, and acknow edges that a copyright notice

acknow edgi ng the I ETF | PMC' s ownership of the copyright in such RFC
will be included in the published RFC

5.10. Contributors’ Retention of Rights

Al t hough Contributors provide specific rights to the IETF, it is not
intended that this should deprive themof their right to exploit
their Contributions. To underscore this principle, the IETF IPMC is
directed to issue a license or assurance to Contributors, which
confirns that they may each nmake use of their Contributions as
published in an RFC in any way they w sh, subject only to the
restriction that no Contributor has the right to represent any
docunent as an RFC, or equivalent of an RFC, if it is not a full and
conpl ete copy or translation of the published RFC

6. Legends, Notices and Ot her Standardized Text in | ETF Docunents

The I ETF requires that certain standardi zed text be reproduced
verbatimin certain | ETF Docunents (including copies, derivative
wor ks, and transl ations of |ETF Docunents). Sone of this
standardi zed text nmay be mandatory (e.g., copyright notices and

di sclainmers that nust be included in all RFCs) and sone nmay be
optional (e.g., limtations on the right to nmake derivative works).
The text itself, as well as the rules that explain when and how it
must be used, is contained in the Legend Instructions. The Legend
Instructions nay be updated fromtine to tinme, and the version of the
standardi zed text that must be included in | ETF Docunments is that
whi ch was posted in the Legend Instructions on the date of

publi cati on.

The | ETF reserves the right to refuse to publish Contributions that
do not include the | egends and notices required by the Legend
I nstructions.
