Thi s docunment specifies the well-known URI /.well-known/button.json,
whi ch describes a web site’s "buttons". Buttons are usually 88x31

pi xel inmages representing the web site with text, |ogos, artwork, and
ani mations.

/.well -known/button.json files facilitate sharing buttons between web
site owners and alleviate issues commonly encountered when doi ng so.
By utilizing a standardi zed, machi ne-readabl e format, automated tools
can also utilize the provided information

I nt roducti on

"Buttons”, in the context of this specification, refer to a certain
type of common inage on the Wb. Buttons are graphics, usually 88

pi xel s wi de and 31 pixels high, featuring text, |ogos, artwork, as
well as aninmations. The purpose of a button is to represent the web
site or its owner(s)/author(s), often using mninmal information to do
so, owng to the low resolution available. For this representationa
pur pose, buttons are usually intended to be included on other web
sites, nost comonly in a footer or other dedicated section. This
way, web site owners nmay show their affiliation with, or appreciation
of other’s web sites.

Buttons originate fromthe early days of the Wb as a form of

banners, originally representing the site or technol ogy used to host
a particular home page. The 88x31 format, also naned "M cro Button",
originated with the free hosting provider GeoCities.comand their
mandat ory advertising banner. For a detailed historical account, see
[ Tekeye] . Buttons have seen a renewed surge in popularity in the
2020s with certai n subcul tures.

The goal of this specification is to provide a clearly defined
standard for web site authors who wish to share web site buttons with
other web site authors and end users, and lay out a format for a
common endpoi nt that can be used to fetch and/or enbed the buttons.
To this end, this specification introduces a new well-known [ RFC3615]
URI utilizing a standard JSON format to specify one or nore buttons.
The intended use cases are:

* to share buttons in a standardi zed way

* to avoid issues with crediting the original button author(s)

* to avoid issues with button authors’ consent to including buttons
on ot her pages

* to facilitate automation around inclusion of buttons, including
but not limted to:

- button updates with caching
- helping web site owners di scover avail abl e buttons

- auto-selecting the nost suitable button variant for them ng and
accessibility
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The specification ains to be easy to inplenment for web sites using
shared hosting providers, which are unable to change HTTP response
headers and cannot host extension-less files.

Accessibility is a primary concern of this specification. |nages and
fast animations are notoriously inaccessible to users with vision
impairment, light-sensitivity, and other disabilities. This

specification attenpts to conmbat that by requiring image
descriptions, and providing a standard mechani smfor sel ecting
between nultiple versions of a button for accessibility purposes.

1.1. Requirenents Language

The key words "MJST", "MJST NOT*, "REQU RED', "SHALL", "SHALL NOT",
"SHOULD', "SHOULD NOT", "RECOMMENDED', "NOT RECOMVENDED', "MAY", and
"OPTIONAL" in this docunent are to be interpreted as described in
BCP 14 [ RFC2119] [ RFCB174] when, and only when, they appear in all
capitals, as shown here

1.2. Definitions
A server is any web server providing a /.well-known/button.json file.

A client is any program accessing the /.well-known/button.json of a
server. Cients include other webservers, automated prograns, as
wel |l as prograns manual |y i nvoked on behal f of a user.

An ani mated i mage (as opposed to a static inmage) is an i nage which
has multiple frames of nonzero and non-infinite |length, where at

| east one of the franes is visually distinct fromthe others
Exanpl es:

* AGFimge with three frames, all containing different text in
front of the same background, is ani mated.

* A VWEBP image with two very distinct franes is ani mated

* An AVIF image with several hundred frames and over two mnutes in
runtime, featuring a "gloss" effect that very slowy noves across
the i mage, is ani mated.

* A G F inmage abusing a frame time of zero to show nore than 256
colors at once is animated, as al nost every nodern program
restricts the frane tine to a m ni mum of 10ns.

* An AVIF image with five franes, all of which are identical, is not
ani mat ed.
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* AGQFimge with ten franmes, all of which only contain
i mperceptible color differences in a few pixels, is not ani mated.

* An APNG i mage with two thousand identical franes is not aninated.
* AGFimge with a single frame is not ani mated
button.json Files

The main el enent of this specification is the /.well-known/
button.json file. This is a well-known [RFC8615] URI registered with
| ANA; see Section 5.

A server supporting this specification MIST serve a confornming file
on the top-level path /.well-known/button.json. The file SHOULD be
avai l abl e via HTTPS [ RFC9110], and MAY be served via HTTP. The file
SHOULD be served using the Content-Type header set to application/
json; charset=utf-8. The file MJST be valid JSON [ RFC8259], and MJUST
be encoded using UTF-8 [ RFC3629]. HITP cachi ng headers and cont ent
encodi ng MAY be used.

A normative description for requirements of various /.well-know/
button.json entries follows. A normative JSON Schenma [ JSON- Schena]
whi ch defines the basic syntax rules is provided in Appendix A and
can be used to validate /.well-known/button.json files. Not al
files conformng to the schema are necessarily correct

i npl ementations of this specifications.

The top-1evel $schema property MJIST be present and link to the
canoni cal | ocation of the schena version used by the docunment. The
server MAY provide a /.well-known/button.schena.json file containing
a copy of the used schema.

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The top-level buttons property MJST be present and contain a |ist of
obj ects, each of which specifies a single button

The top-level default property is OPTIONAL and specifies which button

is considered the default one when nultiple are present. |t MJST
contain an id matching that of one of the buttons present in the
file.

2.1. Button bjects

The button objects are the objects in the buttons list. Each one
speci fies an independent single button. The validity of button

obj ects SHOULD be determni ned i ndependently by clients; one invalid
button object provided by the server does not affect the validity of
anot her button object in the same file.

2.1.1. Required Properties

Clients MJST reject button objects which do not provide all of the
id, uri, and alt properties.

2.1.1.1. id

The id property serves to identify the button uniquely across
revisions. This property is REQU RED.

Revi si ons of the same button MJST share the sane id property, and
consequently MJUST NOT appear in the sane button.json file. Miltiple
di fferent buttons MJUST NOT have the sane id val ue.

The server chooses the id property arbitrarily. dients MJST NOT
make any assunptions about the content of the id property, and MJST
treat it as an arbitrary [Unicode] string. dients SHALL NOT assune
I Ds are uni que across web sites.

2.1.1.2. uri

The uri property is the canonical |ocation of the button, from which
any client can access the button’s image file. This property is
REQUI RED. The uri property MJST contain a valid URl [RFC3986] using
the https protocol nane, and nust subsequently be accessi bl e using
the HTTPS [ RFC9110] Internet protocol

Ref erenced i mage fil es SHOULD have a height of 31 pixels and wi dth of
88 pixels. Images MAY be larger in size, but MIST maintain the
aspect ratio, and SHOULD be | egi bl e when scaled down to a wi dth of 88
pi xel s and hei ght of 31 pixels.
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Image files nay be either static or aninmated; see Section 1.2 for a
detailed definition including edge-case exanples. The follow ng
image file formats are RECOMMVENDED in order of preference

* AVIF [AVIF]: animated and static inmages

*  WEBP [ RFC9649]: animated and static inages
* PNG [PNG: static imges

* AF[AF]: animated and static inages

Button i mages MJUST NOT be lossily conpressed. O the recommended
i mge formats, AVIF and WEBP are capabl e of |ossy conpression and
care nmust be taken to avoid it.

2.1.1.3. alt

The alt property MJST be provided, describing the content of the
button for vision-inpaired users.

2.1.2. Optional Properties
2.1.2.1. link

Buttons di spl ayed on a webpage SHOULD be contained in a hyperlink

el ement such as <a>, linking back to the button author’s web page.
The link property facilitates this. It is an OPTIONAL property
containing a URI [RFC3986]. The button’s surroundi ng hyperlink

el ement MJST point to the URI specified in the link property of the
button, if available. Oherwise, it SHOULD point to the base path
fromwhere the /.well-known/button.json was fetched. For example, if
a client fetches https://exanmple.org/.well-known/button.json, and one
of the contained buttons does not feature a link property, the client
shoul d enbed this button in a hyperlink pointing to
https://exanpl e. org/.

2.1.2. 2. hot | i nk

The OPTIONAL hotlink bool ean flag specifies whether the button inage
shoul d be hotlinked, i.e. included directly fromthe source uri

i nstead of copying to and then hosting fromthe client’s web server
Many authors prefer their inmages not to be hotlinked, as it creates
additional load on the server. This is the default (false).

However, some authors prefer their inages to be hotlinked for a

vari ety of reasons, such as serving dynanm cally generated buttons.
These authors can set hotlink to true for the relevant buttons, in
order to indicate to clients to hotlink the button
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Clients SHOULD NOT hotlink button i mges wi thout the hotlink property
set to true. Servers MAY inpose restrictions on clients which they
suspect to be in violation of this requirenent.

2.1.2.3. sha256

The sha256 property is OPTIONAL. It facilitates caching and
validation of the image file. This property MJST contain the SHA256
[ RFC6234] content hash of the inage file as a hexadeci mal nunber (64
characters). dients SHOULD assunme that a button i nage has not
changed if the sha256 property has not changed since the last tine
the client downl oaded the button i mage, even if other properties have
been changed, including the uri property.

2.1.2.4. caption

The OPTI ONAL caption property provides a caption or title for the
button. The contents of this property are distinct fromthe alt
property, as they are intended to be shown to every user

RECOMVENDED et hods of di splaying the caption text include the HTM.
title attribute [htm -title], as well as conventional figure caption
text.

2.1.2.5. inmgeRendering

The OPTI ONAL i nageRendering property provides gui dance on how to
render scaled inmages. |In several circunstances, such as rendering
buttons at increased size, or when using displays with high DPI

i mges need to be scaled to nore than 88x31 physical device pixels.
However, while some buttons are designed for nearest-nei ghbor scaling
(preserving a pixelated | ook), sone are designed for snooth scaling
(as is comonpl ace for nost graphics). Using this property, the

aut hor can specify which of the two scaling methods the button is

i ntended for.

In general, any of the possible inmge-rendering [imge-rendering] CSS
properties MAY be used. In this case, web sites MAY use the

i mgeRendering property verbatimas the CSS image-rendering property
for the button in this case. (See Section 8.1 for the security

i mplications of this approach.)

The foll owi ng val ues are RECOMMENDED for use in imageRendering.
O her val ues SHOULD be interpreted as per the inage-rendering
[i mage-rendering] CSS specification

* auto: Cdient decides which rendering nethod to use; equivalent to
omtting this property.
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* pixelated: Nearest neighbor scaling to an integer nultiple of the
i mage di mensi ons.

* snooth: Smpoth scaling, such as bilinear filtering.

At time of publication, the CSS value snmooth is not yet honored by
all major browsers. However, the default inage rendering nethod is
al most al ways smooth scaling, therefore auto MAY be used in CSS

i nst ead.

If this property is not specified, clients MAY choose any rendering
met hod, such as one in line with a page’s style. Even if this
property is specified, clients MAY choose other rendering methods for
a variety of reasons. However, client authors and users MJST be
aware of the subsequent degradation of authorial intent, since the

i mage aut hor m ght have designed the button around a very specific
rendering nethod.

2.1.2.6. license

The OPTIONAL |icense property contains an SPDX |icense expression
[ SPDX-1i cense-expressions] identifying the license that applies to
the button inmage file and this button object describing it. See
Legal considerations (Section 6) for a discussion of button

I'i censing, including recommended |icense choi ces.

2.1.2.7. licenseText

The OPTIONAL |icenseText property contains arbitrary text augnenting
the license data in the |icense property. This property should be
considered as legally binding as the license property. It is NOT
RECOMVENDED to specify licenseText w thout |icense; several SPDX

| i cense expressions are avail abl e which reference nonstandard

i censes, such as Docunent Ref and LicenseRef.

RECOMMENDED use cases for |icenseText are:

* Addi ng aut horship information, especially when the inage author is
not the web site author

* Adding a copyright year

* Adding a conpletely customlicense in conbination with a
Li censeRef entry in the license property
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2.1.3. Accessibility Properties

By using the groupld property, a group of interchangeabl e and

equi val ent buttons can be defined. The client’s specific choice of
button anong these can then be tailored to the user or the
application, inproving accessibility.

2.1.3.1. groupld

The OPTI ONAL groupld property defines a group of button versions.

Mul tiple buttons using the same groupld entry belong to one group. A
client SHALL assune those buttons are interchangeable, and they MAY
choose one of them depending on the user’s requirenents.

The server chooses the groupld property arbitrarily. Cients MJST
NOT make any assunptions about the content of the id property, and
MUST treat it as an arbitrary [Unicode] string. dients SHALL NOT
assune | Ds are unique across web sites.

The foll owi ng properties, col orSchene, animations, and contrast,

all ow providing different versions of a button to fit accessibility
and/ or styling needs. They SHOULD be present if the server shares
different versions of a button with the same groupld. Wthin the
same groupld, nultiple buttons SHOULD NOT have identical values for
these properties.

The foll owi ng properties MAY also be provided if the groupld property
is absent. In this case, the properties provide accessibility
gui dance wi thout the possibility of client choice.
2.1.3.2. col orSchene
The OPTI ONAL col or Schene property specifies what col or schene the
button version uses. It is to be interpreted as per
[ prefers-col or-schene] CSS nedi a query.
It can take on the follow ng val ues:

* other: the default, equivalent to not specifying this property,
clients SHOULD NOT nmake any assunptions about the col or schene

* light: light theme, typically dark text on a light background

* dark: dark theme, typically light text on a dark background
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2.1.3.3. animations

The OPTI ONAL ani mations property SHOULD be provided if the button is
ani mated, even if the button is not in a group. It specifies the
anount and severity of the aninations present in the button. Cients
MAY consider all animted buttons without this property to have the
val ue hi gh.

It can take on the foll ow ng val ues:

* none: the inage is not animated at all

* mnimal: the image contains only very subtle animations

* high: the inmage contains animations that are permanently active,
distracting, or could trigger nedical conditions such as light-

sensitive epil epsy

Aut hors SHOULD use the high value for animated buttons if there is
any doubt about the severity of the animations.

2.1.3.4. contrast
The OPTI ONAL contrast property MJST have one of the follow ng val ues:
* standard: the default, equivalent to not specifying this property.

* nore: a higher-contrast version of the button, whose text is
STRONGLY RECOMVENDED to foll ow the WCAG 2.2 AA or AAA gui del i nes
for color contrast in normal text [WCAG contrast], i.e. 4.5:1 or
7:1.

* Jless: a |lower-contrast version of the button, whose text color
contrast is below 3:1. This neans that it does not followthe
WCAG 2.2 color contrast guidelines at all, not even for large text
or graphics.

If two buttons with substantially distinct color contrasts would fal
into the same contrast category according to the above definitions,
di stinct contrast val ues SHOULD be used by applying the follow ng
rul es:

* |f both buttons are at |ess contrast, the higher-contrast one
SHOULD be instead marked as standard.

* |f both buttons are at nbre contrast, the | ower-contrast one
SHOULD be instead nmarked as standard.
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* |f both buttons are at standard contrast, the |ower-contrast one
SHOULD be instead marked as | ess.

Since none of these rules are strictly required, inplenentations MAY
deviate in order to utilize all three contrast val ues.

IANA will register the well-known URI /.well-known/button.json in the
wel | -known URIs registry [I ANA-wel | -known] in conformance with the
requirenments for this registration in [ RFC8615]. The follow ng
information is provided to facilitate the registration

* URI suffix: button.json

* Change controller: |IETF

* Specification docunent(s): This RFC
*  Status: permanent

In case a JSON Schema registry is set up with ANA in the future, the
button.json Schema (Appendix A), as defined in this specification and
any of its updates and errata, shall be registered by IANA with this
JSON Schena registry.

Legal Considerations

Buttons are usually copyrightable artworks. As such, unauthorized
copying and inclusion of a button is a |legal offense in nost
jurisdictions. This specification does not supersede the |ega
frameworks for copyright, licenses and permi ssions, but it attenpts
to aid all involved parties in avoiding | egal issues.

Publication of a /.well-known/button.json file, as per this
specification, inplies a perm ssion to download (copy) the linked-to
buttons, and include themon other pages, provided that a button’s
link (as per this specification) is persisted. These are the mninal
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permi ssions required to make the data in /.well-known/ button.json
useful to third parties. This does not waive copyright and i s not
comparabl e to stronger copyleft licenses. 1t is also not as legally
unanbi guous as the license properties, so the use of these properties
is strongly RECOMVENDED.

The license and licenseText properties allow the button author to
provide a copyright license. |In case the author is not provided in
either of those properties, it can be assunmed to be the sane as the
author of the web site’'s content, or the web site’s owner

It is RECOVWENDED that clients use SPDX tooling and human-in-the-| oop
verification of both license and |icenseText to verify that the
client’s use of the button is allowed by the license.

The followi ng |icenses are RECOMENDED for use in /.well-known/
button. json:

* Any of the current Creative Commons licenses [CC], including CC
BY, CC BY-SA, and CC BY-ND. The no-derivative |licenses including
the latter are closest to the default permissions inplied with
publication of a /.well-known/button.json file.

* A public domain |icense, such as [CCO] or [Unlicense].

A full list of standard |icenses tracked by SPDX is avail abl e at
https://spdx.org/licenses/ (https://spdx.org/licenses/).

7. Privacy Considerations

Speci fying the location of a button image in /.well-known/button.json
exposes it to automated scrapers, including malicious ones. If a web
server operator wi shes to decrease the visibility of the buttons,
robots.txt [RFC9309] can be used to di scourage scrapers from
accessing /.well-known/button.json, but since sone scrapers do not
respect robots.txt properly, the web server may additionally need to
bl ock certain user agents and | P addresses from accessing /.well -
known/ but t on. j son

8. Security Considerations
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8.1. imageRendering CSS I|njection

The i mageRendering property may be set to an arbitrary string by a
mal i ci ous web site operator. Cdients which use the property without
addi tional checks as part of the button’s CSS properties (whether in
styl esheets or inline style in HTM.), are subsequently vulnerable to
CSS or HTML injection attacks. Therefore, clients MJUST NOT use this
property without validating it, and reject any unknown val ues.

8.2. Denial-of-Service Concerns Due To Hotl i nking

Hot | i nki ng buttons inposes an additional |oad on the server, as it
has to serve the button to every visitor of a client’s web page, not
just its own page(s). Therefore, usage of the "hotlink": true
setting should be carefully evaluated, as even well-intentioned
clients may cause increased | oad on the server if their pages receive
many vi ews.

Mal i cious or careless clients may ignhore the hotlink attribute and

al ways hotlink the button inmage. This scenario is no different from
ordi nary HTTP Deni al - of - Servi ce attacks and shoul d be addressed
simlarly.
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Appendi x A JSON Schema for button.json

The following is the JSON Schena [JSON- Schema] file for /.well-known/
button.json. This JSON Schema is *normative*; all /.well-known/
button.json inplenentati ons MIUST conformto this schema
