Wi | e the pagi nati on nechanismdefined in this docunment is designed
for the NETCONF protocol [RFC6241], the augmented RPCs MAY be used by
the RESTCONF protocol [RFC8040] if the RESTCONF server inplenents the
"ietf-list-pagination-nc" nodul e.
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The YANG data nodel in this docunent confornms to the Network
Management Datastore Architecture defined in [ RFC8342]

1.1. Term nol ogy

The key words "MJST", "MJST NOT", "REQUI RED', "SHALL", "SHALL NOT",
"SHOULD', "SHOULD NOT", "RECOMMENDED', "NOT RECOMMVENDED', "MAY", and

1.2. Conventions

Various exanples in this docunent use "BASE64VALUE=" as a pl acehol der
val ue for binary data that has been base64 encoded (per Section 9.8
of [RFC7950]). This placehol der value is used because real base64
encoded structures are often many lines |ong and hence distracting to
t he exanpl e bei ng presented.

2. Updates to NETCONF operations
2.1. Updates to RFC 6241

The <get> and <get-config> rpc statenments are augnented to accept
addi tional input paranmeters, as described in Section 3.

2.2. Updates to RFC 8526

The <get-data> rpc statenent is augnented to accept additional input
paraneters, as described in in Section 3.

3. List Pagination for NETCONF

In order for NETCONF to support [I-D.ietf-netconf-Ilist-pagination],
this docunment extends the operations <get>, <get-config> and <get-
data> to include additional input paranmeters and output annotations.

The updated operations accept a content filter paraneter "where",
simlar to the "filter" parameter of <get-config> but includes nodes
for "list" and "leaf-list" filtering.

The "where" query paraneter is used to specify the YANG list or |eaf-

list that is to be retrieved. This nust be a path expression used to
represent a list or leaf-list data node.
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Prefixes in the "where" query paraneter XPath expressi on MIUST be the

YANG nodul e prefix.

If the specified XPath expression is invalid,

then an <rpc-error>is returned with error type value "application"
and "error-tag" value "invalid-val ue".

4. FError Reporting

When an input query paranmeter is supplied with an erroneous val ue, an
<rpc-error> MJST be returned containing the error-type val ue
"application", the error-tag value "invalid-value", and MAY include
the error-severity value "error". Additionally the error-app-tag
SHOULD be set containing query paraneter specific error val ue.

4.1. The "offset" Query Paraneter

If the "offset” query paraneter value supplied is larger than the
nunber of instances in the working result-set, the <rpc-error> MJST
contain error-app-tag with value "of fset-out-of-range”
