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1. Introduction

Thi s proposal establishes exclusions within the Al preferences to
protect public interest activities. These exclusions help bal ance
content hol der agency, end user priority, and public interest
activities that remain essential for the open web. Creating explicit
excl usions fromAl preferences for public interest activities wll
create certainty and, therefore, strengthen their position.

It proposes a new "Public Interest Exclusions"” section in [VOCAB].

3.2. Public Interest Exclusions

Regardl ess of the preferences expressed, the follow ng public
interest uses are excl uded:

* Anyone can use the assets for nalicious content detection

- For exanple: A website that permits user uploads may use the
assets to develop or use tools that detect harnful content
according to established ternms of use.

* Any end user can use the assets for internationalization and
| ocal i zation, and for accessibility tools to aid individuals with
accessibility needs

-  For example: Individuals with accessibility needs may utilize
software that uses the assets to access automated captions or
generate accessible fornmats.

* Organi zations that preserve expressed preferences can use the
assets for public archiving

-  For exanple: An archive that preserves preferences may use the
assets to inprove the netadata associated with assets or help
with discoverability.

* Cultural heritage institutions and not-for-profit research and/or

educati onal organi zations can use the assets for anal ysis and
research
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- For example: A cultural heritage organi zation may use the
assets to provide nore useful, reliable, or discoverable access
to historical web collections.
