When a user is running the Telnet client under the X wi ndow system
it is useful for the renote Telnet to know the X di splay |ocation of
that client. For exanple, the user might wish to start other X
applications fromthe renote host using the same display |ocation as
the Telnet client. The purpose of this optionis to nmake this
i nformati on avail abl e through tel net connecti ons.

Once the two hosts have exchanged a WLL and a DO, the sender of the
DO X- DI SPLAY-LOCATION is free to request the X display | ocation.
Only the sender of the DO may send requests (I AC SB X- DI SPLAY-
LOCATI ON SEND | AC SE) and only the sender of the WLL may transm t
actual X display location (within an | AC SB X-DI SPLAY-LOCATION IS ...
| AC SE command). The X display |ocation may not be sent
spont aneously, but only in response to a request.

The X display location is an NVT ASCII string. This string follows
the normal Uni x convention used for the DI SPLAY envi ronnent vari abl e,

e.g.,

No extraneous characters such as spaces may be incl uded.

Since the X display |ocation may not contain a hostnanme on the client
host, i.e., ":0" or "unix:0.0", the Telnet client will need to nodify
the | ocation appropriately before sending it on to the renote Tel net.
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
