The transition of the Network Information Center from SR
International in Menlo Park, CA to Governnent Systens Inc. in
Chantilly, VA, is officially scheduled for 1 Cctober 1991. This
includes the transition of services currently offered to DDN and
Internet users by SRI. These services include network/user
registration (i.e., network nunber and top |evel domain nane
assignnent), on-line information services, and Hel p Desk operati ons.
GSI will also continue RFC and Internet-Draft archive and

di stribution services.

SRI will continue to provide all N C services and respond to all user
calls and requests until 30 Septenber 1991

Def ense I nformati on System Agency (DI SA) and GSI will nake every
effort to ensure a smooth and tinely transition of NI C services from
SRI. Network users should be minimally inpacted. Wth a few m nor
exceptions, all on-line services currently offered by SRI will appear
the same to the user when a connection is established to the new
(GSI) NIC host. These exceptions are due to the change fromthe
TOPS20 operating systemto the SunCS operating system The new NIC
host is a Sun 470 SPARCserver running SunCS 4.1. All users on the
DDN and the Internet should carefully note the foll owi ng changes:
