At present, this is not easy to
do. | will explain sone of the techniques that can be used to nmake
these nuggets easier to pick up so that we can all be richer.
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1.0 Introduction

This paper is a list of the essential things, in nmy view, that a
person who is responsible for providing network information should
have in their hands as reference material. One of the basic problens
of information is naking it easily available to those who have need
of the data. Libraries have been perforning a catal oging function
for many centuries. Information flow is now being provided at such a
fast rate that it is difficult to keep up with it, even partially.
Conput er networks have only added to the problem by opening up even
nmore information.

Attenpting to make this wealth of information available to those who
would find it useful poses sone problens.

First, we need to know of its existence. To that end, this paper
provides an index into the vast real mof network information. Mst of
the docunents listed here are PONTERS to the final information

Second, even if you know of a document’s existence, you may not know
if it is inportant or relevant. Few of us are know edgeable in nore
than a limted area. W need to rely on others to nmake us aware of
the inportance of databases in a specific discipline. The librarians
can be of great assistance here. They are famliar with the research
dat abases that individuals search in Law, Mthematics, and many

ot hers.

Finally, once the existence and inportance are known, the infornmation
needs to be indexed so that researchers can find it. This is the
most difficult task to acconplish. Infornation available on the
network is hardly ever static. It is always noving, grow ng,
changi ng, and dying. Conputers should be able to assist us in
managi ng this ever-changing environnment. R ght now, we have to
catalog the information as it passes through the network. 1In ny
case, | generally save it in a file somewhere, spending far too nuch
time trying to retrieve it agai n when needed.

Although standards have
been proposed, there are no "packages" that give you access to all of
the informati on presented here. VWhat we at Chio State University
have done, as have several other universities, is to provide a nenu
to the user that accesses these services and databases behind the
scenes. In fact, U had to go into the shell scripts to | ook up the
net wor k addresses of these machi nes, because | rely on the nenu for
access as wel|.

As the name "Information Systems" inplies, the user wants access to
the informati on wi thout having to know exactly howto get to it. In
this way, the network is invisible to the end user. Al they need to
know i s what they want, not the conmmand structure needed to actually
get the information.

At the present, the menu system seens to be the easiest way in which
to lead the end user to the information. A term "knowbot" has been
used to describe the ability to indicate what information you wish in
free form and have a "knowbot" which knows what is avail able, go out
and retrieve it.

I use sone concepts here that may not be famliar to all. The
following is a brief explanation of some of the concepts.

1 BI TNET:

A network of normally mini or mainfrane computers. BITNET
connects many universities and coll eges together. 1t provides
e-mail and file transfer capabilities. It does not have the

ability to do renpte login (Tel net sessions).
2 Internet:

A very large network that connects just about any type of
computer together. It supports e-mail, file transfer (FTP), and
renote |ogin (Tel net).

3  Anonynous FTP

The ability to transfer a file froma renote conmputer connected
to Internet wthout having an account on the renote conputer
The programthat perforns the file transfer is normal FTP. To
connect to a renote conputer offering anonynous FTP you can use
the followi ng commands from a conmputer connected to |nternet:

FTP I nternet conputer nane

VWhen pronpted for a userid: type anonynous

When pronpted for a password type your e-nmil address
To get a listing of files type dir

To change directory type cd directory nane

To get a file type get filenane

To get a binary file type binary then get fil enane

To end session type quit

The ability to establish a connection to a renote conputer
connected to the Internet network.

12.5 Listserv:

A program avail abl e on many BI TNET connected conputers that can
act as a mail forward systemand as a file repository. BITNET is
anot her network that |inks many coll eges and universities
together. 1t does not normally link to mlitary or governnent
institutions as does the Internet. To subscribe to a listserv,
you nornally send mail to the machine which has the mailing |ist
with the conmand to subscribe. As an exanple, to subscribe to a
list for discussion of topics pertinent to Mechanical Engineering,
you would send e-mail to listserv@tarlvm with the content of the
message containing the one line commnd to subscri be:

SUB MECH 1 John Doe (Where John Doe woul d be your full nane)
