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Response to RFC #116 (May NWG Meeti ng)
Phase One
Sof tware Status of 360/65

1) Qur software is currently being changed to reflect the new NCP
protocol delineated in RFC #107. These changes will be conpl eted
before the end of May.

2) We are inplenenting a | ogger that, after an autonmatic |ICP
di al og, can be driven froma local console. Any desirable nmessages
can be sent or received in EBCDIC, ASCII (8), or as binary streans.
The purpose of the logger is to allow sites to checkout renote log in
procedures. Since no production-oriented services will be offered on
the 360/65, the |logger is for experinmental purposes only. It wll be
conpl eted before the end of May.

3) W have not planned a TELNET. We will, however, inplenent both
server and user TELNETs once a specification is generally accepted.
I npl enentation tinme will be on the order of two weeks.

Transition from 360/ 65 to PDP-10

1) W& plan to nove fromour 360/65 to a PDP-10. Rand will offer
Net wor k services on the PDP-10. The hardware and software status of
the PDP-10 will be reported later.

2) The 360/ 65 Network connection will remain for sone tinme due to
its production use by another ARPA-sponsored project at Rand.
Mai nt enance of the 360/65 Network software will be provided for the
lifetime of the connection but no new prograns will be devel oped on
the 360/ 65 after Septenber.
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Net work Rel ated Activities

1) The UCSB/ Rand Network activities were recently reported in RFC
#113 and earlier in RFC #78. The dinmate Dynami cs Project (CDP) at
Rand will continue to use this facility (more heavily) in the future.

2) In conjunction with the above facility, the Rand Network team
has pl anned and i npl enented a front-end graphics programto allow the
reduced data from UCSB to be displayed and interacted with locally as
graphs, contours, plots, and lists. This will be used in about three
mont hs after an intermedi ate program being witten by the CDP
personnel, is conpl eted.

Phase Two
Experimental Data Reconfiguration Service (Form Machi ne)

1) A working session was held recently at Rand on the Data
reconfiguration Service (DRS), the results of which have been drafted
and are being edited by the participants. These data will be
publ i shed soon as an RFC. FEric Harslemw |l be prepared to make an
oral report at the NWG neeting on the DRS.

Pr ot ocol Manager

1) We plan to subnmit a positional paper on a proposed Protocol
Manager, which will allow flexibility in both experinental and
production use of connection protocols. This will be presented as a
Request for Comments on a software package that Rand intends to
i mpl ement for its use on the PDP-10. For exanple, it should obviate a
fixed | ogger on our forthcom ng PDP-10.
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Phase Three
Conments on Goal s and Organi zati on of the NWG

1) W have been proponents of the collective NWG as a forumto
rai se issues and as a general information transfer nechani smof what
sites are doing and thinking. More recently small working groups and
conmittees have been forned to generate particul ar specifications such
as TELNET, the new NCP protocol, etc. W favor continuance of these
met hods as long as any site with a willingness, an interest, and
contribution is not excluded fromany group or committee. W fee
that these groups will limt thenselves to a small functional size a
priori because they are directed toward special interests.

The long lead tinme between the formation of such a group and
their final output (and subsequent inplenentation of the plan) has
been accepted by the NWs Techni cal Chairman and is rather
di sconcerting. The NCP glitch cleaning commttee is an exanpl e of
expedi ent work. UTAH, for exanple, has already inplenented the new NCP
protocol. Oher groups (including the DRS) have not been as
responsi ve. Perhaps the technical problens addressed by other groups
are nore conplex and the needs for their solutions are not as
i medi ate as the NCP glitches. W offer no nice solution except that
per haps sone gui delines should be established concerning tinely
publication of reports.

2) Regarding long range goals of the NW5G we do not think that
the NWG is the right body to establish the long range goals. By long
range goals of the NW5 we are really concerned (in part) with |ong
range goals of the Network. W feel that the Principal Investigators
are in a position to have a better perspective of |ong range Network
goal s than the NWs nenbers. As a suggestion, one way of converting
their views into NWG tasks is to have the NWG Techni cal Chairnman host
a one day opinion session of the Principal Investigators, then report
these views to the NWG for the generation of their inplied tasks.
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
