TITLE: Operating Systens and Networks

The protocol s being devel oped in the Network Working Group are simlar
to interprocesses comunication facilities within operating systens. It
is not fully understood how t hese protocols should be built, and what
the tradeoffs are for alternatives; the sane can be said for

i nterprocess conmunication facilities in operating systens. Fromtine
totinme it is suggested that there woul d be sone payoff in studying
these matters from an acadenic point of view, not quite so tied to the
pressure of producing a particular system

Professor Art J. Bernstein of SUNY Stonybrook wites:

"The probl em of designing an operating systemfor a conputer which
is to be inbedded in a network has received little attention. In
addition to providing those capabilities one normally expects from
an advanced nul ti-programed system such as file sharing, inter-
process conmuni cati on and a hierarchical process structure, such a
system shoul d be structured so that, as nearly as possible, a user
process is ig- norant of the actual location in the network of the
files and processes with which it is interacting."

He is building an operating systemfor a PDP-15 based on this phil osophy
and will cone to nake a short presentation on his system after which we
wi Il discuss how to organi ze interaction anbng various academ c efforts,
i ncluding those not within the ARPA community.

At 9:00 a.m John Heafner of RAND will nmeet with his conmmttee and
di scuss some of the open issues regarding the proposed data
reconfiguration service.

At 10:00 a.m Arie Shoshani of SDC will chair a neeting on data sharing
on conputer networks. He wites:

"The mai n purpose of the nmeeting is to discuss the subject of
sharing data on Conputer Networks. First, an intro- ductory paper
will be presented which will attenpt to classify the issues

i nvol ved, discuss sone approaches that one can take to achieve data
sharing and to point out sone ad- vantages and di sadvant ages of
these approaches. Then, an open discussion will be conducted. As
a result, recomenda- tions will be attenpted as to what approach
is best for the ARPA-Network, and possibly set up a commtee of
interested people to further investigate the problens. It is
expected that participants will be prepared to discuss briefly data
managenment systemthey have or plan to have on the ARPA network."

Peggy Karp of MTRE will attend and tal k about the data managenent
systemshe is building to use facilities at BBN and UCSB.
