Some of the books included here are about nore than the Internet.
Sone of them are about the Matrix, which is the set of all conputer
net wor ks wor | dwi de that exchange el ectronic mail. The Matrix

i ncl udes Fi doNet, UUCP, BITNET, USENET, the Internet, and many
others, but is not limted to any one of those networks. This
particul ar bibliographic collection is oriented around the | argest
conputer network in the world, the Internet, because of all the
recent books about that network. Matrix News continues to publish
i nformati on about the Matrix, including but not linmted to the

I nternet.
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I have excluded fromthis article books that are solely about
techni cal aspects of technol ogy, such as the TCP/IP protocols.
Instead, | have included books about the resources and users of the
Internet. | have grouped themin rough classifications for

conveni ence of presentation. Several of these books fit severa
classifications. For that reason and others, the classifications
shoul d be taken as illustrative, not definitive. Table 1 sumarizes
sonme features of all the books descri bed.
