M crosystens, Inc. and the Internet Society to pernit the flow of
SUN' s Open Network Computing Renpte Procedure Call and External Data
Representation specifications into the Internet Standards process
conducted by the Internet Engineering Task Force. 1t should be noted
by readers that paragraph 4 neans, in part, that soneone or sone
organi zation other than the naned "Licensees" nust be separately

"l'i censed" to nake use of these specifications for inplenentation or
ot her purposes. SUN M crosystens commits to providing such a |license
under "substantially simlar terns" and at no charge. |If the
referenced RFCs are re-issued as Proposed Standards, SUN could offer
a bl anket license to inplenentors which could, itself, be docunented
and recorded as an RFC for reference.

Net wor k Conputing ("ONC') Renpote Procedure Call ("RPC') and Externa
Dat a Representation ("XDR') (together the "Technol ogy", which is the
techni cal specifications set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto
[sic] and incorporated herein by reference) an Internet standard,
entering the Internet Standard process as a Proposed Standard, a
cost-free, perpetual, non-exclusive, worldw de right and |license
under any copyrights, patents or other rights in Donor’s Technol ogy
to use, reproduce, nodify, distribute, propose, test, devel op,

anal yze, enhance, revise, adopt, maintain, perform and display
publicly, and prepare derivative works that are based on or
incorporate all or part of the Technol ogy, and to reproduce,
distribute and performor display publicly any such derivative works,
in any formand in all |anguages (conputer and foreign), including
the right and license to use the marks "ONC RPC' and " ONC XDR"
("Marks") in association therewith, and to authorize others to do so.
Donor agrees to permt Licensees to use Donor’s name and address to
indicate the original source of the Technol ogy.

2. Donor further exclusively transfers to Licensees the worl dw de
right and license to further evolve, develop and nodify the
Technol ogy for the purpose of naking the Technol ogy an | nternet
Standard through the Internet Standardization Process (as specified
in RFC 1602), including the right and license to use the Marks in
association with any such nodifications, and to authorize others to
do so. In particular, Donor acknow edges that if it perforns any
evol ution, devel opment and nodificati on of the Technol ogy outside of
the Internet Standardization Process, that this should be clearly

i ndi cated as being a non-standard devel opnent, and that no reference
to the Internet Standards Process is allowed for any such Technol ogy
devel oped outside of the Internet Standards Process.
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3. Donor hereby acknow edges that Licensees assunes no obligation to
mai ntain any confidentiality with respect to the Technol ogy |icensed
hereunder, and Donor represents that, to the best of its know edge,
there are no infringenent clains against the Technol ogy. Donor
represents that the Technol ogy was not prepared jointly with others.
Li censees acknow edge that any rights not expressly granted herein
are reserved by Donor

4. Donor hereby acknow edges that Licensees have no duty to publish
or otherw se use or dissem nate the Technol ogy, including, in
particular, an obligation to raise the Technology to the Internet
standards-track. |In the event the Technol ogy is elevated to Proposed
standard | evel, Donor hereby agrees to license the Technol ogy to
others under substantially simlar terns as those licensed to

Li censee herein at no charge (with the exception that such use of the
Technol ogy by such Licensees shall be for purposes other than naking
the Technol ogy an Internet Standard), so long as such |icensees of
the Technol ogy inplenment the Internet standard. In the event the
Technol ogy is not elevated to Proposed standard | evel within 24
mont hs of the execution of this agreenment, then Section 2 of this
agreenent is null and void.

PUNI TI VE DAVAGES, HOWEVER CAUSED AND REGARDLESS OF THEORY OF
LIABILITY AR SING QUT OF THE USE OR I NABI LI TY TO USE THE TECHNCOLOGY,
EVEN | F DONOR HAS BEEN ADVI SED OF THE PGSSI BI LI TY OF SUCH DAMAGES
