1. 1SOC articles of incorporation

Washi ngton, D.C. 20001

We, the undersigned natural persons of the age of eighteen years
or nore, acting as incorporators of a corporation, adopt the
followi ng Articles of Incorporation for such corporation pursuant to
the District of Colunbia Non-Profit Corporation Act:

1. The nanme of the corporation is Internet Society.
2. The period of its duration is perpetual

3. The purpose or purposes for which the corporation is organized are
as foll ows:

To be a non-profit corporation (w thout capital stock), which
shal | be operated exclusively for educational, charitable and
scientific purposes. Such educational, charitable, and scientific
pur poses shall include carrying on activities:

A. To facilitate and support the technical evolution of the
Internet as a research and education infrastructure, and to
stimulate the involvenent of the scientific conmunity,

i ndustry, government and others in the evolution of the
I nternet;
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B. To educate the scientific commnity, industry and the public at
| arge concerning the technol ogy, use and application of the
I nt ernet,;

C. To pronote educational applications of Internet technology for
the benefit of governnent, colleges and universities, industry,
and the public at |arge;

D. To provide a forumfor exploration of new Internet
applications, and to stinulate collaborati on anong
organi zations in their operational use of the global Internet.

To exercise all the powers conferred upon corporations forned
under the District of Colunbia Non-Profit Corporation Act in order
to acconplish the corporation’s educational, charitable and
scientific purposes; and to take other actions necessary or
convenient to effect any or all of the purposes for which the
corporation is organized.

The corporation shall not issue any capital stock

The corporation shall have cl asses of nenbers, and the
qualifications and rights of the menbers, including any right to
vote, shall be as provided in the by-I|aws.

The board of directors of the corporation shall be known as the
Board of Trustees. Except for the initial Board of Trustees, whose
nanes are set forth in these Articles of Incorporation, the manner
in which the Trustees are to be elected or appointed shall be as
provided in the by-I|aws.

Provisions for the regulation of the internal affairs of the
corporation, including provisions for the distribution of assets
on dissolution or liquidation, are:

A. No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to
the benefit of, or be distributable to, any of the Trustees or
of ficers or nenbers of the corporation, or any other person,
except that the corporation shall be authorized and enpowered
to pay reasonabl e conpensation for services rendered. No
substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall be
the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwi se attenpting, to
i nfluence | egislation. The corporation shall not participate
in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributing
of statenents), any political canpaign on behalf of any
candidate for public office.
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B. The Articles of Incorporation my be anended by the affirmative
vote of at least four-fifths of the nenbers of the Board of
Trustees then in office, except that unani nmous consent of the
menbers of the Board of Trustees then in office shall be
required for any amendnent of this Article 7.

C. Upon the liquidation, dissolution, or winding up of the
corporation, after all of its liabilities and obligations have
been paid, satisfied and di scharged, or adequate provision has
been made therefor, all of the assets of the corporation shal
be distributed exclusively for such educational, charitable and
scientific purposes as the Trustees (or such other persons as
may be in charge of |iquidation) shall deternine, provided that
such distributions shall be made to one or nore organizations
whi ch qualify as exenpt organizations under Section 501(c)(3)
of the United States Internal Revenue Code as anended (or
correspondi ng provisions of any future United States Interna
Revenue | aw).
