Al t hough the NWG nmeeting is geared for heavy attendance, our
facilities and objectives nmake it inmportant that no nore than a dozen
system programers be present for the grueling workshop sessions

pl anned. These system programers should be fromsites with
operational TELNET interfaces (user and/or server) and should have a
wor ki ng knowl edge of protocols, their own NCP's, and TELNET

In preparation for the workshop, we are working on docunentation
describi ng our user TELNET and a site-use scenario booklet to be used
at the workshop in exercising various systens. It is our intention
to establish a pattern of routine usage with as many sites as
possible prior to the workshop. In developing the site-use scenario
bookl et, we will be |ooking for advice and comment from participating
host s.

Because the use of conputers with operational network protocols is
central to the success of the workshop, we are working hard to bring
our devel oping systeminto a period of stability and are making
speci al arrangenments for on-site hardware repair personnel. To the
extent that participating sites can make sinilar preparations, the
chances for a successful workshop will be inproved.

We are hoping that know edgeabl e network people will be on call at
the various sites during the workshop so that there will be some hope
of fixing mnor inplenentation problens on the fly.

We will begin the workshop at noon on Sunday, October 10 with a bri ef

strategy neeting in Project MAC s second floor conference room #217,
545 Technol ogy Square, Canbridge, Massachusetts. Qur first m ssion
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will be to establish and exercise all possible TELNET connections
with MAC s PDP-10 (Host 70.). \When this first check-off is conplete,
we will neet again to discuss difficulties and to regroup for our
second m ssion. By appropriately nesting TELNET's, we will pair up
to systematically fill in the matrix of possible TELNET connecti ons.

During the workshop we expect to be finding and fixing inplenentation
probl emrs, di scussing protocol, and getting an extrenely val uabl e
introduction to the use of a wde variety of hosts. Qur experience
in the workshop will be an inportant input to the NWG sessions to
follow. In particular, we are to generate specific reports for the
protocol review and status sessions.
