And soneone had to keep track
of all the information that erupted with volcanic force fromthe
intensity of the debates and di scussions and endl ess invention that
has continued unabated for 30 years. That someone was Jonat han B.
Postel, our Internet Assigned Numbers Authority, friend, engineer,
confidant, |eader, icon, and now, first of the giants to depart from
our m dst.

Jon, our beloved IANA, is gone. Even as | wite these words | cannot
quite grasp this stark fact. W had al nost | ost himonce before in
1991. Surely we knew he was at risk as are we all. But he had been
our rock, the foundation on which our every web search and email was
built, always there to nediate the randomdi spute, to rem nd us when
our docurnentation did not do justice to its subject, to nake
difficult decisions with apparent ease, and to consult when carefu
consi deration was needed. We will survive our loss and we wl|
remenber. He has left a nonumental |egacy for all Internauts to
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contenpl ate. Steadfast service for decades, noving when others
seened paral yzed, always finding the right course in a conpl ex
m nefield of technical and sometines political obstacles.

Jon and | went to the sane high school, Van Nuys Hi gh, in the San
Fernando Valley north of Los Angeles. But we were in different
classes and | really didn’t know himthen. Qur real neeting came at
UCLA when we becane a part of a group of graduate students worKking
for Professor Leonard Kleinrock on the ARPANET project. Steve
Crocker was anot her of the Van Nuys crowd who was part of the team
and | ed the devel opnent of the first host-host protocols for the
ARPANET. When Steve invented the idea of the Request for Comments
series, Jon becane the instant editor. Wen we needed to keep track
of all the hosts and protocol identifiers, Jon volunteered to be the
Nunbers Czar and later the 1 ANA once the Internet was in place.

Jon was a founding nenber of the Internet Architecture Board and
served continuously fromits founding to the present. He was the

FI RST i ndi vi dual nmenber of the Internet Society | know, because he
and Steve WIff raced to see who could fill out the application forns
and make paynent first and Jon won. He served as a trustee of the
Internet Society. He was the custodian of the .US donmin, a founder
of the Los Nettos Internet service, and, by the way, nanaged the
net wor ki ng research division of USC Information Sciences Institute.

Jon |l oved the outdoors. | know he used to enjoy backpacking in the
hi gh Sierras around Yosenmite. Bearded and sandal ed, Jon was our

resi dent hippie-patriarch at UCLA. He was a private person but fully
capabl e of engagi ng photon torpedoes and going to battle stations in
a good engi neering argunment. And he could be stubborn beyond al
expectation. He could have outwaited the Sphinx in a staring
contest, | think.

Jon inspired loyalty and steadfast devotion anong his friends and his
col |l eagues. For ne, he personified the words "sel fl ess service"

For nearly 30 years, Jon has served us all, taken little in return,

i ndeed sonetimes receiving abuse when he shoul d have received our
deepest appreciation. It was particularly gratifying at the | ast
Internet Society nmeeting in Geneva to see Jon receive the Silver

Medal of the International Tel ecommunications Union. |t is an award
generally reserved for Heads of State, but | can think of no one nore
deserving of global recognition for his contributions.

VWhile it seens al most inpossible to avoid feeling an enornous sense
of loss, as if a yawning gap in our networked universe had opened up
and swal | owed our friend, | nust tell you that | amconforted as
contenpl ate what Jon has wrought. He |eaves a |egacy of edited
docunments that tell our collective Internet story, including not only
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the technical but also the poetic and whinsical as well. He

compl eted the incorporation of a successor to his service as | ANA and
| eaves a lasting | egacy of service to the conmunity in that role.

H's menory is rich and vibrant and will not fade fromour collective
consci ousness. "What would Jon have done?", we wll think, as we
westle in the days ahead with the problens Jon kept so well taned
for so many years.

There will alnost surely be many menorials to Jon’s nonunenta
service to the Internet Cormunity. As current chairman of the
Internet Society, | pledge to establish an award in Jon’s nane to
recogni ze | ong-standing service to the comunity, the Jonathan B
Postel Service Award, which will be awarded to Jon posthunously as
its first recipient.

If Jon were here, | amsure he would urge us not to nourn his passing
but to celebrate his life and his contributions. He would rem nd us
that there is still rmuch work to be done and that we now have the
responsibility and the opportunity to do our part. | doubt that

anyone coul d possibly duplicate his record, but it stands as a
measure of one man’s astonishing contribution to a cormmunity he knew
and | oved.
