explication, and explicit questions w thout any attenpted answers are
all acceptable. The minimumlength for a NWG note i s one sentence.

These standards (or lack of them are stated explicitly for two
reasons. First, there is a tendency to view a witten statement as
ipso facto authoritative, and we hope to pronote the exchange and

di scussi on of considerably |ess than authoritative ideas. Second,
there is a natural hesitancy to publish sonething unpolished, and we
hope to ease this inhibition.
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
