Systemthat they would Iike to share with Georgetown.

2. Since there probably are needs for such a system at nost
organi zations, and since it would be highly benefici al
for one organization to be able to query other library
hol di ngs as well, and subsequently arrange for inter-
library | oans, the ARPA community m ght undertake to
design a Network Library Infornmation System

If sufficient interest in such a system exists, a working group
could be set up to establish the necessary protocols and iron out
details of the system

It is probable that the NIC could provide valuable inputs to such
an undertaki ng and perhaps would serve as a focal point for the system
desi gn and operati on.
