MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDI NG CONCERNI NG THE TECHNI CAL WORK OF THE
I NTERNET ASSI GNED NUMBERS AUTHORI TY

1. This Menorandum of Understanding ("MOU') defines an agreenent
between the Internet Engineering Task Force and the Internet
Corporation for Assigned Names and Nunbers. Its intent is exclusively
to define the technical work to be carried out by the Internet

Assi gned Nunbers Authority on behalf of the Internet Engi neering Task
Force and the Internet Research Task Force. It is recognized that

| CANN may, through the I ANA, provide similar services to other

organi sations with respect to protocols not within I|ETF s scope (i.e.
registries not created by I ETF or I RTF action); nothing in this MU
limts ICANNs ability to do so.
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2. This MU wll remain in effect until either nodified or cancelled
by mutual consent of the Internet Engineering Task Force and the
Internet Corporation for Assigned Nanes and Nunbers, or cancelled by
either party with at least six (6) nonths notice.

3. Definition of terns and abbrevi ati ons used in this docunent.

I CANN - Internet Corporation for Assigned Nanes and Nunbers, a
California non-profit corporation

I ANA - Internet Assigned Nunbers Authority (a traditional nane, used
here to refer to the technical team naking and publishing the
assignnents of Internet protocol technical parameters). The | ANA
technical teamis now part of | CANN

| ETF - the Internet Engineering Task Force, the unincorporated
associ ation operating under such nane that creates |Internet Standards
and rel ated docunents.

IAB - the Internet Architecture Board, an oversight conmittee of the
| ETF. The IAB is chartered to designate the | ANA on behal f of the
| ETF.

| ESG - the Internet Engineering Steering G oup, a nanagenent
committee of the |ETF.

I RTF - the Internet Research Task Force, an unincor porated
associ ation al so overseen by the | AB.

I RSG - the Internet Research Steering group, a nanagenment conmittee
of the I RTF.

RFC - "Request For Comments", the archival docunent series of the
| ETF, al so used by the IRTF and by third parti es.

ISOC - the Internet Society, a not-for-profit corporation that
supports the | ETF.

4. Agreed technical work items. | CANN agrees that during the term of
this MU it shall cause 1ANA to conply, for protocols within I[ETF s
scope, with the follow ng requirenments, which | CANN and | ETF

acknow edge refl ect the existing arrangenents under which the 1ANA is
oper at ed:

4.1. The IANA will assign and register Internet protocol paraneters
only as directed by the criteria and procedures specified in RFCs,

i ncludi ng Proposed, Draft and full Internet Standards and Best
Current Practice docunents, and any other RFC that calls for | ANA
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assignnent. If they are not so specified, or in case of ambiguity,
IANA will continue to assign and register Internet protoco

paraneters that have traditionally been registered by | ANA follow ng
past and current practice for such assignnents, unless otherw se
directed by the | ESG

If in doubt or in case of a technical dispute, 1ANA will seek and
foll ow techni cal guidance exclusively fromthe | ESG Were
appropriate the ESG will appoint an expert to advise | ANA

The 1ANA will work with the IETF to develop any nissing criteria and
procedures over time, which the | ANA will adopt when so instructed by
the |1 ESG

4.2. In the event of technical dispute between the | ANA and the | ESG
both will seek guidance fromthe | AB whose decision shall be final

4.3. Two particul ar assigned spaces present policy issues in addition
to the technical considerations specified by the | ETF: the assignnent
of domai n nanmes, and the assignment of |P address bl ocks. These
policy issues are outside the scope of this MU

Note that (a) assignnents of donmain nanmes for technical uses (such as
domai n nanes for inverse DNS | ookup), (b) assignnents of specialised
address bl ocks (such as nulticast or anycast blocks), and (c)
experinental assignnents are not considered to be policy issues, and
shall remain subject to the provisions of this Section 4. (For
purposes of this MO, the term "assignnents" includes allocations.)
In the event | CANN adopts a policy that prevents it from conplying
with the provisions of this Section 4 with respect to the assignnments
described in (a) - (c) above, ICANN will notify the | ETF, which may
then exercise its ability to cancel this MOU under Section 2 above.

4.4. The | ANA shall make available to the public, on-line and free of
charge, information about each current assignnent, including contact
details for the assignee. Assignnents published in RFCs by the RFC
Editor and available publicly will be deened to neet the requirenents
of this Section 4.4.

4.5. The | ANA shall provide on-line facilities for the public to
request Internet protocol paraneter assignnments and shall either
execut e such assignnents, or deny themfor non- conformance with
appl i cabl e technical requirements, in a tinmely manner. There shall be
no charge for assignnents wthout the consent of the | AB. Requests
shall only be denied on legitimte technical grounds.
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For protocols within the | ETF scope (i.e., registries created by | ETF
action), appeal s against such denials may be made to the | ESG and
subsequently to the 1AB as provided in 4.2 above.

4.6. The | ANA shall have non-voting |liaison seats on appropriate | ETF
conmittees as determined by the | ETF, and nay participate in all |ETF
di scussi ons concerning technical requirenents for protocol paraneter
assi gnnent through such |iai sons.

4.7. The | ANA shall review all docunents in |ETF Last Call to
identify any issues of concern to the I ANA, and shall raise these
i ssues with the | ESG

5. Application to IRTF/IRSG The parties understand that certain of
the protocol parameters to be assigned by IANA will be relevant to

| RTF, rather than IETF. Wth respect to these protocol paraneters,
IANA wi Il conmply with the procedures set forth in Section 4, with the
under st andi ng that | RTF and | RSG shall be substituted for | ETF and

| ESG respectively, in such procedures. In the event of any question
as to whether a particular protocol paraneter relates principally to
| ETF or IRTF, the I AB shall have the authority to answer such
question in its discretion.

6. GCeneral. This MOU does not constitute any of the parties as a
partner, joint venturer, agent, principal or franchisee of any other
party. The waiver of any provision of this MOU on any occasi on shal
not constitute a waiver for purposes of any other occasion. No party
may transfer or assign any interest, right or obligation arising
under this MOU without the prior witten consent of each other party
to this MU

7. FEffectiveness of MOU. This Agreenment requires the approval or
ratification of the | CANN Board of Directors. The signatory for

I CANN shal | use his best efforts to secure and deliver to | ETF such
approval or ratification within two nonths of signing.
