Interoperability considerations: Aliases for charsets should not be
used in nedia feature expressi ons because feature expression
mani pul ation tools may convert aliases to the the principa
nane for the charset. Even though charset nanes are not
case-sensitive, values should be expressed as all |owercase
letters to increase the likelihood of interoperability. The
"charset"” capability should always be indicated in
conjunction with any capability to handl e textual data.

If it is known that there is a security bug in the display of a
particul ar charset in a particular environment, know ng that a
devi ce can accept that charset may slightly help an attacker
