Accordingly, sites should not be surprised to receive RFCs
or at |east RSTs fromI|MPs or Hosts they thought didn't exist, or
at |least did not exist yet.

Cccasionally, | MPs of sone given configuration are tested in a

nmode where they announce their | MP nunber as different from what

it will be when finally installed. A variety of reasons may create
such a situation. The |atest such occurrence is that a TIP, to be
installed shortly at ETAC with I MP nunber 20 (replacing the 316

| MP now at ETAC which is nunber 20) was recently tested here with
Mdellan's | MP nunber (22). (It couldn’'t be tested with its own
nunmber since the 316 I MP currently at ETAC is using that nunber.)

One site asked if their Host tables needed updating. The answer

is NO. W fully expect |MPs tested under these circunstances to be
ignored or CLS d by sone Hosts.
