Docunent Type Declaration (DTD) as defined
by the International Press Tel ecommuni cations Council (I1PTC).

1. Introduction
NewsM. is an XML format for packaging multinedia news resources. It
has been created under the auspices of the International Press
Tel ecommuni cations Council (1PTC), and version 1.0 was approved by
the I PTC on 6 COctober 2000.
The sane | ogical Newsltem may exist in multiple physical |ocations.
The NewsM. specification allows Newsltens to have nultiple URLs, but
only a single URN. It is the latter which then uniquely nanes the
resource.
Thi s namespace specification is for a formal namespace.

The Providerld must be an Internet domain name, and nust be owned
by the organisation creating the NewsM. resource and all ocating
the URN to it, at the date identified by the Dateld.

Dateld is a date in | SO 8601 Basic Format (CCYYMVDD), and nust
correspond to a date at which the organisation allocating the
URN owned the domain nane specified in the Providerld.

The Newsltem d must be unique anmong all Newsltens emanating from
the sane provider and having the same Dat el d.
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Revisionld is a positive integer indicating which revision of a
given Newsltemthis is. Any positive integer may be used, but
it must always be the case that of two instances of a Newsltem
that have the sanme Providerld, Dateld and Newsltenml d, the one
whose Revi sionld has the | arger val ue nust be the nore recent
revision. A Revisionld of O is not pernmitted.

If the Newsltem contains an "Update" el ement or elenents, then
Update nust be set to "U'. |If the Newsltem consists only of a
repl acenent set of NewsManagement data, then Update nust be set
to "A". If neither of these is the case, then Update nust be
suppr essed.

The conbination of Providerld and Dateld serves to uniquely
identify the organisation that is allocating the URN. That
organi sation is responsible for ensuring the uni queness of the
Dat el d/ News! t enl d/ Revi si onl d conbi nati on

Identifier persistence considerations:

A NewsM_ URN may only be allocated by an organi sation that owns an
Internet domain nane. The URN identifies a date on which the
organi sati on owned that donmain nanme. The conbi nation of date
and domain nanme will serve to uniquely identify that
organi sation for all tine.

Process of identifier assignnent:

The organisation identified by the Providerld/Dateld conbi nation
is responsible for allocating a Newsltem d that is uni que anobng
all those that it allocates with that Dateld.

Process of identifier resolution

NewsM. provi ders are responsi ble for the provision of a URN
resolution service, if any, for NewsM. URNs t hey have assi gnhed
with a valid Providerld/ Dateld conbination.

Rul es for Lexical Equival ence:

URNs are lexically equivalent if the Providerld, Dateld,
Newsltem d, and Revisionld are all identical (case-insensitive
conpari son).

No speci al considerations beyond the syntax herein described.
