RFC 1745, "BGP4/1DRP for |P---OSPF Interaction", describes technol ogy
whi ch was never deployed in the public internet. This docunent
requests that RFC 1745 be noved to Historic status.

1. Details
During a review of internet standards relating to BGP, it becane
apparent that BGP/I DRP OSPF interaction, as described in RFC 1745,
has never been deployed in the public internet, and would require
significant inplenentation conplexity. Since this nechani sm has
never been in use in the public internet, it is proposed to
reclassify it to Historic.

2. Security Considerations

Movi ng RFC 1745 to Historic has no known effect on the security of
the internet.
