W also advise site personnel to refrain from
schedul i ng produc- tion over the Network during the hours of
swi tchover, since unforeseen difficulties may arise

It is anticipated that the Hosts will not see any first- order
effects fromthe switchover. Leader formats and nmessage types are not
changed. On the other hand, the statistics package has been
extensively nodified, and the NMC has been notified of these changes.
