The | ANA has all ocated Di anmeter Command Codes 300 through 313, for
use in 3GPP Release 5. The protocols defined by these conmand codes
have not been carefully reviewed by the I ETF conmunity and are not
considered to be general nechani sns appropriate for broad usage.

More work is needed to devel op general nechani sns and may becone a
work item of an | ETF Wbrking Group. These conmand codes are intended
to be used for 3GPP Release 5 only [29.228], [29.229]. Future 3GPP
rel eases are expected to nmake use of alternate nmechani sns.

Conmand codes for 3GPP Rel ease 6 are expected to be allocated from
the standard command space, with | ETF docunentation. The current
intent as agreed with 3GPP is to devel op a standards track
appl i cation addressing the needs of AAA for SIP/SDP and encomnpassi ng
the requirenents of the cellular community.
