On June 16 the ARPA Ternminal |IMP (Network 156) was installed in
Arlington, Virginia.

Several Hosts are currently excluded fromthe daily testing.
These Hosts fall into two categories:

1) Hosts which are not expected to be functioning on the Network as
servers (available for use fromother sites) on a regular basis for at
| east two weeks. The only Host in this category is the PDP-10 at Case
(Network address 13).

2) Hosts which are currently intended to be users only. Included here
are the Terminal | MPs, which are presently in the Network (AMES,

M TRE, NBS, ETAC, USC, GAC, NOAA, RADC, SAAC, BELVO R, ARPA, and
BBN*). This category also includes the Network Control Center
conmput er (Network address 5) which is used solely for gathering
statistics fromthe Network. Finally, included anong these Hosts are
the follow ng:
