This nmeno reconmmends that RFC 1643 be reclassified as an Historic
docunent and provides the supporting notivation for that
reconmendat i on.

1. Details

STD 50, RFC 1643 [ RFC1643], "Definitions of Managed hjects for the
Et hernet-like Interface Types", and its SMv2 equival ent, RFC 1650

[ RFC1650], are applicable to hal f-duplex 10 Md/s Ethernet interfaces
only. Subsequent to the 1994 publication of these docunents, 100
Mb/s, 1000 Mo/s, and 10 Gb/s Ethernet interface types have been
devel oped, and full-dupl ex operation at 10 Md/s has been

standardi zed. Updates to RFC 1650 have been produced to accommodate
these new technol ogi es [ RFC2358] [ RFC2665] [ RFC2666] [ RFC3635].
These updates define new M B objects to suppl ement those defined in
RFC 1643 and RFC 1650 and in addition deprecate sone of the objects
in RFC 1643 and RFC 1650 that are no |onger considered useful. They
also levy a requirement for inplenentations of the EtherLike-MB to
support the MAU-M B [ RFC2239] [ RFC2668] [ RFC3636] as wel | .
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RFC 1643 is an obsol ete specification, overtaken by events. |Its
SMv2 equival ent, RFC 1650, was officially retired in 1998. New

i npl ementations -- even those that support only half-duplex 10 My s
interfaces -- should conmply with in the | atest version of the
specification, currently RFC 3635 [ RFC3635] and RFC 2666 [ RFC2666],
instead of RFC 1643. It is therefore recommended that RFC 1643 be
reclassified as an Historic docunent.

2. Ef fect on Gt her Standards Track Docunents

Recl assification of RFC 1643 will have no inpact on the status of any
standards track RFC because no standards track RFC cites it as a
normati ve reference.

RFC 2020 [ RFC2020] contains DOT12-1F-M B, which is the M B nodul e for
managi ng | EEE 802. 12 100VG AnyLAN interfaces. It refers to RFC 1643
in the context of an adnonition not to inplenent the EtherlLike-MB
for any interface where the DOT12-1F-M B is inpl enent ed.

RFC 2358 [ RFC2358], RFC 2665 [ RFC2665], and RFC 3635 [ RFC3635] all
contain updated versions of the EtherLike-MB. They refer to RFC
1643 in the context of explaining the history of the EtherlLi ke-M B,
and the citation in RFC 3635 is explicitly listed as a non-normative
ref erence.

RFC 2720 [ RFC2720] contains the FLOW METER-M B. It refers to RFC
1643 only in an ASN.1 comrent in the M B nodule. Omission of that
comment woul d not preclude correct inplenentation of the M B nobdul e.

Clearly, none of these citations are normative.
