The | ETF policies about rights in Contributions to the |ETF are
designed to ensure that such Contributions can be made available to
the 1ETF and Internet conmunities while permtting the authors to
retain as many rights as possible. This neno details the |IETF
policies on rights in Contributions to the ETF. It also describes
the objectives that the policies are designed to neet. This nmeno
updat es RFC 2026, and, with RFC 3668, replaces Section 10 of RFC
2026.
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1. Definitions

The following definitions are for terns used in the context of this
docunent. Oher terns, including "I ESG" "ISCC," "I AB" and "RFC
Editor," are defined in [ RFC 2028].

"IETF": In the context of this document, the |IETF includes al

i ndi vi dual s who participate in neetings, working groups, mailing
lists, functions and other activities which are organi zed or
initiated by 1SOC, the I ESG or the | AB under the genera
designation of the Internet Engi neering Task Force or |ETF, but
solely to the extent of such participation

"I ETF Standards Process”: the activities undertaken by the | ETF
any of the settings described in 1(c) bel ow.

"I ETF Contribution": any subnission to the | ETF i ntended by the

Internet-Drafts are posted on the |IETF web site
by the | ETF Secretariat and have a nominal maximumlifetine in the
Secretariat’s public directory of 6 nonths, after which they are
renoved. Note that Internet-Drafts are archived nany pl aces on
the Internet, and not all of these places renove expired

Internet-Drafts. Internet-Drafts that are under active
consi deration by the ESG are not renoved fromthe Secretariat’s
public directory until that consideration is conplete. In

addition, the author of an Internet-Draft can request that the
lifetime in the Secretariat’s public directory be extended before
the expiration.

e. "RFC': the basic publication series for the |ETF. RFCs are
publ i shed by the RFC Editor and once published are never nodifi ed.
(See [RFC 2026] Section 2.1)

f. "RFC Editor Contribution": An Internet-Draft intended by the
Contributor to be submitted to the RFC Editor for publication as
an Informational or Experinental RFC but not intended to be part
of the I ETF Standards Process.

g. "IETF Internet-Drafts": Internet-Drafts other than RFC Editor
Contributions. Note that under Section 3.3(a) the grant of rights
inregards to |ETF Internet-Drafts as specified in this docunment
is perpetual and irrevocable and thus survives the Secretariat’s
renoval of an Internet-Draft fromthe public directory, except as
limted by Section 3.3(a)(C). (See [RFC 2026] Sections 2.2 and 8)

h. "I ETF Docunents": RFCs and Internet-Drafts except for Internet-
Drafts that are RFC Editor Contributions and the RFCs that are
publ i shed from them

i. "RFC Editor Documents”: RFCs and Internet-Drafts that are RFC
Editor Contributions and the RFCs that nay be published fromthem

j. "Contribution": IETF Contributions and RFC Editor Contributions.

k. "Contributor": an individual submitting a Contribution

| . "Reasonably and personally known": neans sonething an individua
knows personally or, because of the job the individual holds,
woul d reasonably be expected to know. This wording is used to
i ndi cate that an organi zati on cannot purposely keep an individua
in the dark about patents or patent applications just to avoid the
di sclosure requirenment. But this requirenent should not be
interpreted as requiring the I ETF Contributor or participant (or
his or her represented organization, if any) to performa patent
search to find applicable | PR

I nt roducti on

Under the | aws of nobst countries and current international treaties
(for exanple the "Berne Convention for the Protection of Literary and
Artistic Work" [Berne]), authors obtain nunerous rights in the works
they produce automatically upon producing them These rights include
copyrights, noral rights and other rights. |In many cases, if the

aut hor produces a work within the scope of his or her enploynent,

most of those rights are usually assigned to the enpl oyer, either by
operation of law or, in many cases, under contract. (The Berne
Convention nanmes somne rights as "inalienable", which neans that the
author retains themin all cases.)

Thi s docunent details the rights that the IETF requires in | ETF
Contributions and rights the | ETF, as publisher of Internet-Drafts,
requires in all such Drafts including RFC Editor Contributions. The
RFC Editor may al so define additional rights required for RFC Editor
Contri buti ons.

In order for works to be used within the | ETF Standards Process or to
be published as Internet-Drafts, certain limted rights in al
Contributions nmust be granted to the | ETF and Internet Society
(I'SCC). In addition, Contributors nmust nmake representations to | ETF
and 1SOC regarding their ability to grant these rights. These
necessary rights and representations have until now been laid out in
Section 10 of [RFC 2026]. |In the years since [ RFC 2026] was
publ i shed there have been a nunber of times when the exact intent of
Section 10 has been the subject of vigorous debate within the | ETF
community. The aimof this docunent is to clarify various
anbiguities in Section 10 of [RFC 2026] that led to these debates and
to amplify the policy in order to clarify what the IETF is currently
doi ng.

Section 1 gives definitions used in describing these policies.
Sections 3, 4, 5 and 6 of this docunent address the rights in
Contri butions previously covered by Section 10 of [RFC 2026] and the
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"Note Well" explanatory text presented at many | ETF activities.
Sections 7 and 8 then explain the rationale for these provisions,

i ncluding sone of the clarifications that have becone understood
since the adoption of [RFC 2026]. The rules and procedures set out
in this docunent are not intended to substantially nodify or alter
the IETF' s current policy toward Contri butions.

A compani on docunent [RFC 3668] deals with rights in technol ogies
devel oped or specified as part of the I ETF Standards Process. This
docunent is not intended to address those issues.

The rights addressed in this docunment fall into the follow ng
cat egori es:

rights to make use of contributed materia
copyrights in | ETF docunents

rights to produce derivative works

rights to use trademarks

Thi s docunent is not intended as | egal advice. Readers are advised
to consult their own | egal advisors if they would like a | ega
interpretation of their rights or the rights of the IETF in any
Contri butions they nake.

3. Rights in | ETF Contri butions

The following are the rights the IETF requires in all |ETF
Contri buti ons:

3.1. GCeneral Policy

In all matters of copyright and docunent procedures, the intent is to
benefit the Internet community and the public at large, while
respecting the legitimate rights of others.

3.2. Confidentiality Obligations

No i nformati on or docunment that is subject to any requirenent of
confidentiality or any restriction on its dissem nation may be
submitted as a Contribution or otherw se considered in any part of
the | ETF Standards Process, and there nust be no assunption of any
confidentiality obligation with respect to any Contribution. Each
Contributor agrees that any statenment in a Contribution, whether
generated automatically or otherw se, that states or inplies that the
Contribution is confidential or subject to any privilege, can be

di sregarded for all purposes, and will be of no force or effect.
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3.3. Ganting of Rights and Perni ssions

By submi ssion of a Contribution, each person actually submtting the
Contri bution, and each naned co-Contributor, is deened to agree to
the following terns and conditions, and to grant the foll ow ng
rights, on his or her own behal f and on behalf of the organization
the Contributor represents or is sponsored by (if any) when
submitting the Contribution

a. To the extent that a Contribution or any portion thereof is
protected by copyright and other rights of authorship, the
Contributor, and each named co-Contributor, and the organization
he or she represents or is sponsored by (if any) grant a
per petual, irrevocabl e, non-exclusive, royalty-free, world-w de
right and license to the ISOCC and the | ETF under all intellectua
property rights in the Contribution:

(A) to copy, publish, display and distribute the Contribution as
part of the | ETF Standards Process or in an Internet-Draft,

(B) to prepare or allow the preparation of translations of the
Contribution into | anguages other than Engli sh,

(C© unless explicitly disallowed in the notices contained in a
Contribution [as per Section 5.2 below], to prepare
derivative works (other than translations) that are based on
or incorporate all or part of the Contribution, or coment
upon it, within the | ETF Standards Process. The license to
such derivative works not granting the | SOC and the | ETF any
more rights than the license to the original Contribution,

(D to reproduce any trademarks, service marks or trade nanes
which are included in the Contribution solely in connection
with the reproduction, distribution or publication of the
Contribution and derivative works thereof as permitted by
this paragraph. Wen reproducing Contributions, the | ETF
will preserve trademark and service mark identifiers used by
the Contributor of the Contribution, including (TM and (R

(E) to extract, copy, publish, display, distribute, nodify and
incorporate into other works, for any purpose (and not
limted to use within the | ETF Standards Process) any
execut abl e code or code fragments that are included in any
| ETF Docurnent (such as M B and PIB nodul es), subject to the
requirenents of Section 5 (it also being understood that the
|icenses granted under this paragraph (E) shall not be deened
to grant any right under any patent, patent application or
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other simlar intellectual property right disclosed by the
Contri butor under [IETF IPR]).

b. The Contributor grants the | ETF and | SOC permi ssion to reference
the nane(s) and address(es) of the Contributor(s) and of the
organi zation(s) s/he represents or is sponsored by (if any).

3.4. Representations and Warranties

Wth respect to each Contribution, each Contributor represents that
to the best of his or her know edge and ability:

a. The Contribution properly acknow edges all major Contributors. A
maj or Contributor is any person who has materially or
substantially contributed to the I ETF Contribution

b. No information in the Contribution is confidential and the | ETF,
ISOC, and its affiliated organizations nmay freely discl ose any
information in the Contribution

c. There are no limts to the Contributor’s ability to make the
grants, acknow edgnents and agreenents herein that are reasonably
and personally known to the Contri butor

d. The Contributor has not intentionally included in the Contribution
any material which is defamatory or untrue or which is illega
under the laws of the jurisdiction in which the Contributor has
his or her principal place of business or residence.

e. Al trademarks, trade nanes, service nmarks and other proprietary
names used in the Contribution that are reasonably and personally
known to the Contributor are clearly designated as such where
reasonabl e.

3.5. No Duty to Publish

The Contributor, and each named co-Contributor, acknow edges that the
| ETF has no duty to publish or otherw se use or dissem nate any
Contribution. The |IETF reserves the right to wi thdraw or cease using
any Contribution that does not comply with the requirenments of
Section 3.4 and Section 3.3 or 4.2.

3.6. Trademarks
Contributors, and each naned co-Contri butor, who claimtradenmark

rights in terns used in their | ETF Contributions are requested to
state specifically what conditions apply to inplenmenters of
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the technology relative to the use of such trademarks. Such
statements shoul d be submitted in the sane way as is done for other
intellectual property clainms. (See [RFC 3668] Section 6.)

4. Rights in RFC Editor Contributions

The following are the rights the I ETF, as the publisher of Internet-
Drafts, requires in all RFC Editor Contributions:

4.1. Requirenents from Section 3

Al RFC Editor Contributions nust neet the requirenents of Sections
3.1, 3.2, 3.4, 3.5 and 3.6.

4.2. Ganting of R ghts and Perm ssions

By submi ssion of an RFC Editor Contribution, each person actually

a. To the extent that an RFC Editor Contribution or any portion
thereof is protected by copyright and other rights of authorship,
the Contributor, and each named co-Contributor, and the
organi zation he or she represents or is sponsored by (if any)
grant a perpetual, irrevocabl e, non-exclusive, royalty-free,
worl d-wide right and license to the | SCC and the | ETF under al
intellectual property rights in the RFC Editor Contribution for at
least the life of the Internet-Draft:

(A) to copy, publish, display and distribute the RFC Editor
Contribution as an RFC, and

(B) to prepare or allow the preparation of translations of the RFC
i nto | anguages ot her than Engli sh.

(O unless explicitly disallowed in the notices contained in an
RFC Editor Contribution (as per Section 5.2 below), to prepare
derivative works (other than translations) that are based on
or incorporate all or part of the RFC Editor Contribution, or
comrent upon it. The license to such derivative works not
granting the 1SOC and the | ETF any nore rights than the
license to the original RFC Editor Contribution, and
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(D) to reproduce any trademarks, service nmarks or trade nanes
which are included in the RFC Editor Contribution solely in
connection with the reproduction, distribution or publication
of the RFC Editor Contribution and derivative works thereof as
permitted by this paragraph. Wen reproducing RFC Editor
Contributions, the |ETF will preserve trademark and service
mark identifiers used by the Contributor of the RFC Editor
Contribution, including (TM and (R) where appropriate.

b. The Contributor grants the | ETF and | SOC permnission to reference
the nane(s) and address(es) of the Contributor(s) and of the
organi zation(s) s/he represents or is sponsored by (if any).

5. Notices Required in | ETF Docunents

The I ETF requires that certain notices and disclainers described in
this Section 5 be reproduced verbatimin all | ETF Docunents
(including copies, derivative wirks and translations of |ETF
Docurents, but subject to the limted exceptions noted in Section
5.2). This requirement protects |ETF and its participants from
liabilities connected with these docunments. The copyright notice

al so alerts readers that the docunent is an | ETF Docunent, and that

| SOC cl ai ns copyright rights to certain aspects of the docunent, such
as its layout, the RFC nunbering convention and the prefatory

| anguage of the docunent. This legend is not intended to inply that

| SOC has obt ai ned ownership of the I ETF Contribution itself, which is
retained by the author(s) or remains in the public domain, as
appl i cabl e.

5. 2. Derivative Wirks Limtation

If the Contributor desires to elimnate the |ETF s right to nake
nodi fications and derivative works of an | ETF Contri bution (other
than transl ations), one of the two of the followi ng notices may be
included in the Status of Menp section of an Internet-Draft and
included in a published RFC:

a. "This docunent nmay not be nodified, and derivative works of it may
not be created, except to publish it as an RFC and to translate it
into | anguages ot her than English."

b. "This document may not be nodified, and derivative works of it may
not be created.”

In the cases of MB or PIB nobdul es and in other cases where the
Contribution includes nmaterial that is neant to be extracted in order
to be used, the followi ng should be appended to statenent 5.2 (a) or
5.2 (b):

"other than to extract section XX as-is for separate use."

Notice 5.2(a) is used if the Contributor intends for the | ETF
Contribution to be published as an RFC. Notice 5.2(b) is used al ong
with the Publication Limtation in Section 5.3 when the Contri butor
does not intend for the | ETF Contribution to be published as an RFC

These notices may not be used with any standards-track docunent or

wi th nmost working group docunents, except as discussed in Section 7.3
bel ow, since the | ETF nust retain change control over its docunents
and the ability to augnent, clarify and enhance the original |IETF
Contribution in accordance with the | ETF Standards Process.

Notice 5.2(a) may be appropriate when republishing standards produced
by other (non-1ETF) standards organi zations, industry consortia or
compani es. These are typically published as Informational RFCs, and
do not require that change control be ceded to the | ETF. Basically,
docunents of this type convey information for the Internet comunity.
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A fuller discussion of the rationale behind these requirenments is
contained in Section 7.3 bel ow

5.3. Publication Limtation
If the Contributor only wants the | ETF Contribution to be made
available in an Internet-Draft (i.e., does not want the |ETF
Contribution to be published as an RFC) then the Contributor may
include the followi ng notice in the Status of Meno section of the
Internet-Draft.

"This docunent may only be posted in an Internet-Draft."
This notice can be used on | ETF Contributions that are intended to
provi de background information to educate and to facilitate
di scussions within | ETF worki ng groups but are not intended to be
publ i shed as an RFCs.

5.4. Copyright Notice (required for all |ETF Docunents)

(Normally placed at the end of the | ETF Docunent.)

"Copyright (C) The Internet Society (year). This docunment is

subject to the rights, licenses and restrictions contained in BCP
78, and except as set forth therein, the authors retain all their
rights."

Addi tional copyright notices are not permtted in | ETF Docunents
except in the case where such docunent is the product of a joint
devel opment effort between the | ETF and anot her standards devel opnent
organi zation or the docunent is a republication of the work of

anot her standards organi zation. Such exceptions nmust be approved on
an individual basis by the I AB.

5.5. Disclainmer (required in all |ETF Docunents)

(Normal |y placed at the end of the | ETF Docunment after the copyright
notice.)

Vari ations of these abbreviated notices are not permtted except
in cases where the material to be extracted is the product of a
joint devel opnent effort between the | ETF and anot her standards
devel opnment organi zation or is a republication of the work of
anot her standards organi zation. Such variations must be approved
on an individual basis by the |AB.

do not need to include a copyright notice.
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6. Notices and Rights Required in RFC Editor Contributions

Since the | ETF acts as publisher of Internet Drafts, even for
Internet Drafts that are not intended to becone part of the Standards
Process, the following are required in all such drafts to protect the
| ETF and its processes. The RFC Editor may require additiona

noti ces.

a. An I PR Disclosure Acknow edgenent, identical to that specified in
Section 5. 1.

b. One of the follow ng two copyright rel ease statenents:

A. "By submitting this Internet-Draft, | accept the provisions of
Section 3 of RFC 3667."

B. "By submitting this Internet-Draft, | accept the provisions of
Section 4 of RFC 3667."

7. Exposition of Why These Procedures Are the Way They Are
7.1. Rights Ganted in | ETF Contri butions

The 1 ETF/ 1 SOC nust obtain the right to publish an | ETF Contri bution
as an RFC or an Internet-Draft fromthe Contributors.

A primary objective of this policy is to obtain fromthe docunent
authors only the non-exclusive rights that are needed to devel op and
publish | ETF Docunents and to use the | ETF Contributions in the | ETF
St andards Process while leaving all other rights with the authors.

The non-excl usive rights that the | ETF needs are:

a. the right to publish the docunent

b. the right to let the docunent be freely reproduced in the formats
that the | ETF publishes it in

c. theright tolet third parties translate it into |anguages ot her
than Engli sh

d. except where explicitly excluded (see Section 5.2), the right to
make derivative works within the | ETF process.

e. the right tolet third parties extract sone |ogical parts, for
exanmpl e M B nodul es

The authors retain all other rights, but cannot w thdraw the above
rights fromthe | ETF/ | SOC.

7.2. Rights to use Contributed Materi al

Because, under the |l aws of npbst countries and applicable
international treaties, copyright rights cone into exi stence whenever
a work of authorship is created (but see Section 8 bel ow regardi ng
public domai n docunments), and | ETF cannot neke use of |ETF
Contributions if it does not have sufficient rights with respect to
these copyright rights, it is inmportant that the | ETF receive
assurances fromall Contributors that they have the authority to
grant the IETF the rights that they claimto grant. Wthout this
assurance, |ETF and its participants would run a greater risk of
liability to the owners of these rights.

To this end, |ETF asks Contributors to give the assurances in Section
3.4 above. These assurances are requested, however, only to the
extent of the Contributor’s reasonabl e and personal know edge. (See
Section 1(1))

7.3. Right to Produce Derivative Wrks

The | ETF needs to be able to evolve | ETF Docunents in response to
experience gained in the depl oynent of the technol ogi es described in
such | ETF Docunents, to incorporate devel opnents in research and to
react to changing conditions on the Internet and other |P networks.
In order to do this the I ETF nust be able to produce derivatives of
its documents; thus the | ETF nmust obtain the right from Contributors
to produce derivative works. Note though that the I ETF only requires
this right for the production of derivative works within the |IETF

St andards Process. The | ETF does not need, nor does it obtain, the
right to let derivative works be created outside of the | ETF

St andards Process other than as noted in Section 3.3 (E)

The right to produce derivative works is required for all IETF
standards track docunments and for nost | ETF non-standards track
docunents. There are two exceptions to this requirenent: docunents
describing proprietary technol ogi es and docunents that are
republications of the work of other standards organizations.

The right to produce derivative works nmust be granted in order for an
| ETF working group to accept an | ETF Contribution as a working group
docunent or otherwise work on it. For non-working group | ETF

Contri butions where the Contributor requests publication as a
standards track RFC the right to produce derivative works nust be
granted before the IESGwi Il issue an | ETF Last-Call and, for npst
non- st andards track non-working group | ETF Contri butions, before the
IESG wi || consider the Internet-Draft for publication.
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Qccasionally a Contributor may not want to grant publication rights
or the right to produce derivative works before finding out if an

| ETF Contribution has been accepted for devel opnent in the | ETF

St andards Process. In these cases the Contributor may include the
Derivative Wrks Limitation described in Section 5.2 and the
Publication Linitation described in Section 5.3 in their |IETF
Contribution. A working group can discuss the Internet-Draft with
the aimto decide if it should becone a working group docunent, even
though the right to produce derivative works or to publish the |IETF
Contribution as an RFC has not yet been granted. |If the |ETF
Contribution is accepted for devel opnment the Contributor must then
resubnit the | ETF Contribution without the Iinmtation notices before
a working group can formally adopt the | ETF Contribution as a working
group documnent .

The | ETF has historically encouraged organi zations to publish details
of their technol ogi es, even when the technol ogi es are proprietary,
because understandi ng how exi sting technol ogy is being used hel ps
when devel opi ng new technol ogy. But organizations that publish

i nformati on about proprietary technologies are frequently not willing
to have the | ETF produce revisions of the technol ogies and then claim
that the I ETF version is the "new version" of the organization's
technol ogy. Organi zations that feel this way can specify that an | ETF
Contribution can be published with the other rights granted under
this docunment but may withhold the right to produce derivative works
other than translations. The right to produce translations is
required before any | ETF Contribution can be published as an RFC to
ensure the wi dest possible distribution of the material in RFGCs.

In addition, | ETF Docunents frequently nake normative references to
standards or reconmendati ons devel oped by ot her standards

organi zations. Since the publications of sone standards organizations
are not public docunents, it can be quite helpful to the IETF to
republish, with the perm ssion of the other standards organization,
sonme of these docunents as RFCs so that the | ETF conmunity can have
open access to themto better understand what they are referring to.
In these cases the RFCs can be published without the right for the

In both of the above cases in which the production of derivative
wor ks is excluded, the Contributor must include a special |egend in
the IETF Contribution, as specified in Section 5.2, in order to
notify | ETF participants about this restriction
