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COMMENTS ON

" PROPOSED REMOTE JOB ENTRY PROTOCCL"

Chuck Holland's draft proposal (RFC #360) is an excellent
docunent, very conplete and consistent. Since the final standard RIE
protocol will be wi dely used on the Network, honing its definition now
will save trouble and discontent later. Therefore, | will proceed to
make a new suggestions and pick a few nits.

1. In ny hunble opinion, the command verb "BYE' is overly
cute; | would find "QUT" much | ess of fensive

2. The "(pathnane)" syntax (p.5) may need sone reworking.
It woul d be very desirable for all protocols or Network
access progranms to use the sanme syntax for selecting a
host and socket and/or file name. (Note that the FTP
docunents use the term "pathnane" in the nore
restricted sense of a local file system nane.)

a. The PORT construction seens very undesirabl e,
since it depends upon a particular bit convention
of TIPs. TIP s have bent Network protocols rather
badly in the past, but surely we don’'t want to build
their particular socket systeminto an officia
pr ot ocol

b. For convenience, it may be desirable to all ow hex
and octal socket nunbers.

c. There will probably be other hosts besides TIP s which
will use the "(host-socket)" pathname, and sone of
them may want a transm ssion attribute other than "T"
The proposed syntax should be changed to allow (attributes)
i n (host-socket)

d. | see no reason to exclude attribute "TE', since the contro
characters cr, |If, and ff exist in EBCDIC as well as ASClI.

e. There are nmany EBCDI C codes, and at least 2 ASCII's. The
(code) construction needs expansion
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The syntax of OUT might reflect the fact that pathnane is
required only for (disp) of "(9)"

It may be desirable to distinguish syntactically (job-id)
and job-file-id). For exanple, this would allow the commuand

ABORT (j ob-file-id)

to abort the job currently being transmtted, regardl ess of
its id (this assunes that multiple jobs for a given user
are sent sequentially).

The replies presented in the docunent are very good, but may
need sone el aboration. For exanple, the syntax error nessages
shoul d be nore specific. Wen the user enters:

QUT=(H) UCLA91: NE/ ARP998. WGW TEST

he woul d like the error message to indicate explicitly that
the hostnanme is not valid, rather than nerely being told there
is something wong with one of the paraneters.

Experience with renote job entry to CCN via the Network has
shown that the user wants a transm ssion status command, to

find out how many records have been sent or received so far

The network bandwi dth corresponds in order of magnitude to

one page per second. The average output for jobs submtted

to CCN fromthe Network has contai ned about 30 pages, so
significant transm ssion delays are not unusual. It is imnportant
to add a conmand for this purpose.
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
