The 6bone, whose address space was allocated by [ RFC2471], has
provided a network for |IPv6 experinmentation for numerous purposes for
seven years. Up to the present time, reverse | ookups for 6bone

addr esses have been acconplished through IP6.INT. It is now
important that the thousands of 6bone users be able to update their

| Pv6 software to use |P6. ARPA [ RFC3152] .

Al t hough the 6bone has a linited life, as a phaseout plan is being
di scussed at the IETF at this tinme [I-D.fink-6bone-phaseout], there
is likely to be 2.5 to 3.5 nore years of operation. During this
remai ni ng 6bone lifetinme | P6. ARPA reverse | ookup services for the
3ffe::/16 address space are required.

Di scussi ons have been underway between the 6bone and RIR comunities,
about having the RIRs performthis service. It was agreed at the San
Franci sco | ETF neeting in March 2003 that it was nore practical for
the 6bone to provide this service for itself. This would relieve the
RIRs of the costs of providing this service, yet still provide the
