What is the physical environnent going to be Iike?

Bob has arranged for the Georgetown Ballroomof the Hilton
Hotel; it has 3000 square feet probably about 75x40 (exact
di mensions are not known to Bob at this tine).

A carpeted false floor is to be installed and there will be
a partition for an area to show a novie on resource sharing
which will run nore or |ess continuously.

There will not be booths in the normal sense but details
are not yet worked out. Bob expects to have tables
arranged around the roomholding 1 or 2 terninals and | ow 4
ft. partitions to break up the space.

Who will nman the boot hs?

Bob presently expects many terminals to be unmanned,
al t hough manufcturers could have a sales rep

There will probably be people fromnet sites at sone of
themfromtine to tine to denonstrate their prograns.

We di scussed the need for lots of experts fromthe network
around who can answer questions and help people. Bob is in
favor of such a thing but has not had tine yet to pull such
a group together and there is sone uncertainty if enough
people will volunteer, his initial approach to people
yi el ded |l ots of people interested but with other things to
do.

When will the equi pnent be on the floor and available to try
t here?
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The conference is tues-thurs oct 24-26 and at the nonent
the roomis only going to be available fromthe 22nd. This
seens to be a short tine to install floor, TIP, term nals,
phone lines, etc and Bob is going to try to get the room
the previous Wed or Fri, but doesn’t know yet.

Bob would like to have working deno with term nal s,
resources at BBN in Aug.

Thi s ARPANET demp is the only show at the conference. Larry
Roberts has invited the ASI S people over for Thurs afternoon.
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The TIP has at this tine never been tested with 64 terminals,
but they are going to be putting as many terninal on as
possible during July and testing the terminal to be supplied
ford the conference.

Starting about AUg 1 he expects to start testing to see what
term nals work with what resources and what glitches exist.

| asked Bob if we could have enough space for a ARC NI C booth
with an I MLAC TI and room for people to watch our denp’s. Bob
saw no problemthere; I MAC has commtted 2 terminals and we
can have one. TI has not indicated they plan to | oan term na
for the show HiramFrench is the man from|IMAC who is
supposed to call us. |If there are nore than 64 terninal or
the TIP can’t support all, then they will have to schedul e
term nal connections to the TIP

W tal ked about the need to coordinate all this with NIC
docunentation and our desire to help design all this. Bob
and | are tentatively planning to get together the weekend
of July 7 here to plan this. W need to have

t hought ct hrough ahead of tinme what we think should be done.
