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USI NG TSO AT CCN

IBMs Tine Sharing Option ("TSO') is now available at CCN for use via
the Network with Telnet Protocol. TSOis not yet considered "production”
by CCN, since there are a nunber of restrictions and glitches to be renoved
or docunmented. However, TSOis now quite stable and is up on a regularly
schedul ed basis; the systemw |l allow an experienced programer to work
productively at CCN. To use TSO, you will need a valid CCN charge (billing)
nunber, and a user-id. To obtain a charge nunber (if you do not already
have one), or to obtain a TSO user-id, contact Barbara Noble at (213)
825-7438 or (213) 825-7452. At present we are not charging for TSO use
(al though any batch jobs submitted fromTSO will be charged to your account)
Bar bara can assi gn on overhead charge nunber for experinental use of TSO i f
you do not have a paid account.

Modes of TSO Use

(1) Conversational Renpte Job Entry

Usi ng TSO you can prepare an OS job stream using the TSO EDI T command,
SUBMT the job to batch execution, nonitor its STATUS, and ship the
QUTPUT back to EDIT for examination. This allows those of you with
TIPS to process jobs at CCN without using NETRIS via a friendly
TENEX machi ne. Any batch job can be submtted this way.

(2) Foreground Execution

Many OS/ 360 prograns can be run, with varying degrees of inconvenience,
directly fromthe terminal. There are TSO comrands providing the
facilities of EXEC and DD cards; the output streamcan be directed to
the user’s termnal. There are sone inmportant limtations to fore-
ground operation, however

(1) The foreground region size is linited; at present, it is
128K, though this will be expanded.
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(2) Al datasets referenced nust be on resident disk packs;
no di sks or tapes can be nobunt ed.

(3) Since you are time-sliced and swapped, it can be very
sl ow.

There are two inportant cases of foreground execution

(A) The TEST command provi des DDT-1i ke debuggi ng capability
for foreground prograns.

(B) The user’s own programcan interact with his term nal

NOTE: It is not yet possible for a program either in batch or foreground,
to open direct Network connections.

The document "USI NG TSO VI A ARPA NETWORK VI RTUAL TERM NAL", RFC #377
describes the use of a Telnet NVT to access TSO There are some signi-
ficant differences fromusing a real 2741 locally. RFC #377 descri bes
the current server Telnet, conplete with an annoying bug. A later
version will include the follow ng capabilities not presently avail abl e:

(a) "FULL DUPLEX", i.e., CCN echoing.
(b) Lower case input.

(c) The special character translation included in NETRIS
users with Mddel 33 Tel etypes. (see RFC #338)

(d) Optional specification of single CR or single LF as end-of-1line
i ndi cation

(e) Hopefully, the input attention bug described in RFC #377 will
be fixed.

Dat aset Nanes

The standard | BM version of TSO uses the TSO user-id as the highest

i ndex of each dataset name. At CCN, the _two_ highest levels are the
charge nunber and the user-id of the person who created the dataset.
TSO has been nodi fied accordi ngly.

Dat aset Access Contro

In general, under TSO a user can access for reading, witing, or
execution any dataset naned with the charge nunmber with which he is

| ogged on. In addition, he can renane or scratch any dataset with the
| ogon charge nunber. There is no provision for public or read-only
datasets a present.

Loggi ng On

Most Network users will need only the sinple formof LOGON:

| ogon <user-id>

Where to Get Help

1. To obtain a list of TSO comands enter: "help comuands”

2. To get detailed information on syntax and function of a particul ar
command, enter: "hel p <command name> <qualifiers>"
Type "hel p hel p" for details.

3. The SEND command rmay be useful for on-line help from PCN (Pete N el sen)

or WoD (Bill Drain), when they are signed on. You can find out if PCN
or WD is on by sending thema trial nessage.
