1. | Pv6 Standards Action

I'n August 2001 the | ETF published [ RFC3152], which advised that the
use of "ip6.int" as the domain for reverse-mappi ng of | Pv6 addresses
to DNS names was deprecated. The docunment noted that the use of
"ip6.int" would be phased out in an orderly fashion

As of 1 Septenber 2005, the | ETF advises the community that the DNS
domain "ip6.int" should no | onger be used to performreverse napping
of I Pv6 addresses to donmmi n nanes, and that the domain "ip6. arpa"
shoul d be used henceforth, in accordance with the | ANA Consi derations
described in [RFC3596]. The domain "ip6.int" is deprecated, and its
use in I Pv6 inplenentations that conformto the | Pv6 |nternet
Standards is di scontinued.

The Regional Internet Registries (RIRs) are advised that maintenance
of delegation of entries in "ip6.int" is no longer required as part
of infrastructure services in support of Internet Standards
Conformant | Pv6 inplementations as of 1 Septenber 2005. The RIRs are
requested to work with their conmunities to adopt a schedul e
regardi ng the cessation of support of registration services for the
"ip6.int" domain.

I ANA is advised that the "ip6.int" domain for reverse mappi ng of |Pv6
addresses to domain nanes is no |longer part of Internet Standards
Conf ormant support of IPv6 as of 1 Septenber 2005.
