However, in general, any
approved entity can request an | SAN nunber by providing the
required netadata i nformati on and paying the registration fee.
The |1 SAN I nternational Agency nay del egate to regi onal or nmarket-
based Regi stration Agencies for portions of the registration
process.

Process for identifier resolution:
I SAN nunbers are resolved by a direct or indirect |ookup with the
I SAN I nternational Agency. At this witing, a non-commrercial,
manual systemis available online at http://ww. isan.org. The
resol ution procedures may be nodified fromtime to time by the
I SAN I nternational Agency.

Rul es for Lexical Equival ence:
The | SAN-NSS i s unique by the nature of the | SAN Internationa
Agency’ s nunber nanagement. The | SAN-NSS is case-insensitive.
Upper and | ower case characters are treated as identical

Conf ormance wi th URN Synt ax:

(BNF) and elements defined in the URN Syntax [RFC2141]. This syntax
here is derived fromthe syntax definition in [ISOL5706], constrained
to prohibit the space character as a separator

Security Considerations

Thi s docunent only defines the syntax and resolution authority for
the |1 SAN nunbers. Details of the resolution process and the security
of the assignment and resol ution system processes are defined
external to this docunment by the |ISAN International Agency and thus
outsi de the scope of this docunent.

Nanmespace Consi derations

I SAN i s an external nunbering system managed by an external agency
established by 1SO Wile URN nanmespaces may exist for which any
generic nunbering systemcan be encoded, there is currently no direct
encoding for | SAN. An exanple of such a nanespace is the MPEG 21
system

I SAN nunbers are reserved for use in identifying audiovisual works
for which there is a noving visual conponent, or conponents related
to such a work (e.g. subtitling track).

Conmuni ty Consi derati ons

The primary registrants for | SAN nunbers are the producers and
studi os of audi ovisual works (novies and tel evision shows). Wile
the systemis not constrained to "major" works (any bona fide entity
can regi ster any work), the primary benefits of its use cone from
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works that are widely distributed. The users of the | SAN system
range fromthe studios thenselves to filmand video archives and
libraries, rights adm nistrators, program guide services, and

audi ence neasurenent services. |Its potential for use in the Internet
community is as an identifier for streaning nedia.
