The purpose of this RFCis to present a franework for coordinating al
the surveys and data gathering efforts concerned with "resource

not ebook” type of information

We have obtai ned agreenment from ARPA with the framework, which is
descri bed bel ow.

The schene is designed with two purposes:
a) to avoid a proliferation of data gathering efforts, which
woul d overwhel mthe sites and persons supplying the nuch-needed

i nformation;

b) to give the responsibility to the NIC for coordi nating the
tasks associated with the resource notebook

Two conpani on docunents, N C 14514 and NI C 14515 provi de suppl enentary
information to this RFC

NI C 14514 describes the history of the Resource Notebook from 1971
to the present.

NI C 14515 contains the questionnaire that the NICis currently
sending to server sites for data on Network Resources

A recent RFC by John Iseli and Dave Crocker (NWE RFC #462, N C 14434)
al so addresses the sanme probl em area

The proposed framework for data coll ection suggested by John and
Dave is different fromthe framework outlined in this RFC

The Network Information Center will coordinate the task of collecting,
verifying, and dissemnating information of a "resource not ebook"

nat ure.

a) Collecting and verifying the data.
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Because of the magnitude of this task, regional data collectors
woul d provi de assistance both to the NIC and to the sites
supplying the information.

We think that initially there should be five regions:
Bost on, Washi ngton DC, San Franci sco, Los Angel es, and M d-
Conti nent.

The regi onal agent would collect the information fromthe sites
in their region and forward it to NIC for inclusion in the
Resour ce Not ebook data base

The NIC would work closely with the regional agents to ensure
that the data is accurate and up-to-date.

b) Dissen nating data.

There is presently a need to prepare different subsets or
"views" of the resource notebook information.

Regar dl ess of which groups on the Network are given
responsibility for preparing different views of the conplete
resource notebook data base, these views should be available for
use on-line as the NIC as well as off-1line.

A wor ki ng group of persons interested in the needs and problens of a

resour ce notebook woul d neet periodically to review the situation, and

to nake concrete proposals for inprovenents.
