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FTP Server-Server Interaction-|

At the recent FTP neeting at BBN in Canbridge, one of the topics

di scussed was that of server-server interaction. In a typica
situation a user (A) conversing with two servers (B,C) is interested
inretrieving a file fromone site (B) and sending it to the other
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The consensus of the neeting was that nechani sns were necessary to
make B and C aware of each other and to allow a data connection to be
established without forcing each other to queue RFCs for |oca

sockets before they exist.

The proposed solution to this problemwas a comrand cal | ed PASSI VE
(PASV?). The following is our conclusion as to the neaning of the
command and how it woul d be used.

Third party connections woul d be established using the SOCK conmand,
whi ch says "Be prepared to use socket S at Host H to establish your
data connection”, and the PASV command whi ch says "open your data
socket for listening, and upon receipt of a transfer command wait for
an RFC rather than initiating one."

A positive acknow edgenment to the PASV conmand indicates that the
data socket has been opened for listening. Wen an RFC for its data
socket arrives after it has positively acknow edged a PASV conmmand,
the server should respond with a matching RFC to open the data
connection (assum ng, of course, that the incom ng RFC is consistent
with the previous SOCK conmmands, if any).

1. After the PASV command has been acknow edged, the two data
transfer conmands can be sent in either order, since the
LI STENI NG action takes place with the PASV conmand

2. The user knows the socket nunbers Sc and Sb to be the data
sockets as specified by the protocol.

3. Note that it is not essential for a SOCK command to be sent to
the same Host to whoma PASV will be sent. Sending one to him
provi des security in that the incom ng RFC can be checked.
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
