The semantics woul d be:

(1) <userid> wll normally be a valid TSO userid; this will be used
to determ ne a charge nunber to account for the
printing. If <userid>is _not_recognized, the rest of
the paraneters will be ignored, but the mail will
still be accepted. The result will be to print one
copy imrediately in upper case and send it to Bin
9906, charging it to an overhead account.

(2) MESSAGE neans print a copy imediately using the nornal
upper-case-only train.

The tine/date
wi |l appear on the first page of the nessage (on a separate page in the
case of upper/lowercase), in the 256 acknow edgnment nessage from FTP,
and on our systemlog file. This tinme/date stanp may be useful for
users to keep tabs on their docunents, and to allow us to track down
m ssing nmessages. The senicolon and equal sign delimters of this syntax
are acceptable in the "user" parameter to SNDVSG
