On-line
docunents are also easily distributed to the network comunity.

It should be noted by all Telnet protocol readers and especially
inpl ementers that all the existing Telnet Options that involve
subnegotiation are nodified [see RFC 562] to term nate the
subnegotiation strings with AC SE. The value of SE is 240. Al so
note that wthin subnegotiations the occurance of a byte with the
val ue 255 [I1 AC] requires doubling that byte on transm ssion.
