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1. I nt roducti on

The Sieve [RFC5228] Vacation extension [RFC5230] defines a nmechani sm
to generate autonmatic replies to incom ng email nmessages. Through
the ":days" paraneter, it limts the nunber of auto-replies to the
same sender to one per [n] days, for a specified nunber of days. But
there are cases when one needs nore granularity, if one would like to
generate "vacation" replies nore frequently.

Thi s extension defines a ":seconds" paraneter to provide nore
granularity for such situations.

1.1. Terminology Used in This Docunent

The upper-case key words "MJST", "MJST NOT", "REQUI RED', "SHALL",
"SHALL NOT", "SHOULD', "SHOULD NOT", "RECOMVENDED', "MAY", and
"OPTIONAL" in this docunment are to be interpreted as described in RFC
2119 [RFC2119].

2. The ’:seconds’ Paraneter
The purpose of the ":seconds" paraneter is to specify the m ninmm
time interval (in seconds) between consecutive auto-replies to a

gi ven sender. The ":seconds" value, if specified, is used instead of
the ":days" value, and works in a simlar way (see the Vacation

ext ensi on [ RFC5230] for details). Only one of ":days" or ":seconds"
is allowed -- use of both paraneters in the sane vacation action MJST
result in a Sieve processing error

The capability string associated with this extension is "vacation-
seconds". Note that "vacation-seconds" inplies "vacation", and a
script with "vacation-seconds"” in a "require” list can omt
"vacation" fromthat |ist.
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The tinme value is specified in seconds, and MJST be greater than or
equal to 0 and less than 2**31. All valid values, fromO to 2**31,
MJST be accepted without error. Sites MAY define a m ninmum effective
val ue and/or a maxi mum effective value. |If a site chooses to do

t hat :

1. Call the value specified "v(spec)".
2. Call the mninmumeffective value "v(mn)"
3. Call the maxi num effective value "v(nmax)"
4. Call the actual effective value used by the processor "v(eff)".
5. The following apply for determ ning v(eff):
* |f 0 <= v(spec) < v(mn), then v(eff) = v(mn).
* |f v(min) <= v(spec) <= v(max), then v(eff) = v(spec).
* If v(max) < v(spec) <= 2**31, then v(eff) = v(max).

If a site inposes a maxi mum effective value, that value MJST be at
| east 86400 (one day).

If ":seconds 0" is specified and used, it means that all auto-replies
are sent, and no attenpt is made to suppress consecutive replies.
This differs fromthe base vacation specification, which does not
allow a tinme period of zero (":days 0" is forbidden); the change is
necessary to all ow operation of an auto-responder (see [RFC6133], and
note especially exanple 4 in section 3 of that docunent).

If ":seconds" and ":days" are both omtted, a site-defined interva
is used (see [RFC5230]).

Exanpl es

The followi ng exanple will automatically reply to senders with a
message that the recipient is in a neeting. Miltiple replies to the
sanme sender will only be sent every half hour (1800 seconds).

require ["vacation-seconds"];

vacation :addresses ["t]js@xanpl e. edu”, "ts4z@ andru. exanpl e. edu"]
:seconds 1800
"I amin a neeting, and do not have access to emmil.";

The foll owing exanple is used to send an acknow edgnment to every
message received. A :seconds value of zero is used to reply to every
message, with no renoval of duplicates to the sane sender. This
requires that the Sieve engine allow an interval of zero; if it does
not, and it inposes a mnimum val ue, not every nessage wll receive
an auto-reply.

Security Considerations
