On 8 May 1970, a Network Working Group nmeeting was hosted at Lincoln Labs.
The topics under discussion were:

1) Lincoln Lab’s Local Interaction Language (LIL)
2) Records, Messages, and Format in HOST-HOST informati on exchange.
3) M scel | aneous gri pes
The first topic is thoroughly summari zed in Lincoln Lab’s Sem annua
Techni cal Summary titled "G aphics", dated May 31, 1970 (docunent id.
ESD- TR- 70- 151) .
The second topic invol ved considerable discussion of NMY RFC #42 in which
it was proposed that all nessages be preceded by an 8-bit type byte which
woul d decl are the format of the message which foll owed.
The foll owi ng deci si ons were reached:
a) Records may begi n anywhere within a nessage
b) The first 8 bits of a record are reserved for type infornation.

c) The first transm ssion on a connection starts a record.

Type 0 is agreed to mean that the transm ssion that follows consists of an
arbitrarily long record, and that no further type bytes will be present.

The notions of nmessages and records are independent of the flowcontro
protocol. Thus the receipt of a nessage does not carry any senantic

i nportance. The receipt of a record, however, may initiate sone interpre-
tation process.

After sone discussion, the proposals in NWF RFC #42 were pernuted as foll ows:

type 1 = 8-bit ASCII follows

type 2 = EBCDIC fol | ows

type 3 = MOD 33 TTY 7-bit ASCl |
