RFC 5988 [ RFC5988] defined a way of indicating relationships between
resources on the Web. This docunment specifies the ’disclosure’ |ink
relation type. It designates a list of |IPR disclosures made with
respect to the naterial for which such a relation type is specified.
Pl ease note that the term "patent disclosure" should be considered
synonynous with "1 PR disclosure" for the purposes of 'disclosure
link relation type semantics, as patent disclosures are a subset of

I PR di scl osures.

The WBC al ready mandates the use of the 'disclosure’ link relation
type for links to patent disclosures in all its docunments. However,
it has long been used with no proper specification and registration
This docunent is to fill this gap and encourage w der use of the
"disclosure’ relation type. It formally specifies the existing
practice of use of the link relation type and registers it in the
registry created by RFC 5988.

Pl ease note that the 'disclosure’ relation type designates a
different resource than the ’'copyright’ type does; the latter refers
to the copyright statement while the forner is used to reference a
list of patent disclosures. Please see RFC 5988 [ RFC5988] for nore
informati on on the 'copyright’ relation type.

Whenever the ’disclosure’ relation type is used, the resource at the
target Internationalized Resource Identifier (IR) [RFC5988] MJST
represent a |list of patent disclosures nmade with respect to the
material referenced by context IRI. This also covers the case of an
enpty list and a list containing one entry.
