The
process woul d take place on both I MP-to-Host and Host-to-1 MP nessages.

We can see no di sadvantages to this schene, and a sanpling of Host
reactions range fromneutral to wildly enthusiastic. Therefore, we
tentatively plan to inplement this change. W recognize that this
change will involve Host program changes, and that the new rel ease nust
be schedul ed to coincide with those changes. W propose providing
nodi fi ed Host spec text along with a one week notice of the new rel ease.
