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Abstract

Thi s docunent defines extensions to the vCard data format for
representing and exchanging certain contact information. The
properties covered here have been defined by the Open Mbile Alliance
(OWvRh) Converged Address Book group, in order to synchronize, using
OVA Data Synchronization, contact fields that were not already
defined in the base vCard 4.0 specification
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1. Introduction

Synchroni zati on of an Open Mobile Alliance Converged Address Book

[ OVA- CAB], using Open Mobile Alliance Data Synchronization [ OVA-DS],
commonly uses vCard as an exchange format between the DS Server and
the DS Cient. In order to properly perform synchronization of an
OVA- CAB, the CAB specification defines sone CAB contact fields not
al ready defined in the vCard base specification. This docunent
reuses the definitions found in the OVA- CAB specification and

descri bes them as vCard extensions. The follow ng sections define
the necessary Properties and Paraneters.

1.1. A Brief Introduction to the Converged Address Book

The Converged Address Book (CAB) Enabl er provides consi stent
mechani sms to manage contact information both in user-facing
applications and in support of network-facing activities. At the
core of this enabler is a network-based contact repository in which a
user can store contact information. That information can be
retrieved by any CAB-enabl ed device. The network-based repository is
al so able to provide specific contact infornmation to other users and
to keep their copies up to date whenever the information is changed.

The CAB Enabl er provi des synchroni zati on of the contact information

available in the user device(s) with the network-based contact
repository.
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The CAB Enabl er al so manages the distribution of a user’s own contact
i nformation. In essence, a user fills out a Personal Contact Card,
whi ch includes all the infornmation a user wi shes to store about

hi msel f or hersel f.

Because systens that are supporting the CAB Enabler are likely
supporting multiple users, the CAB Enabler also defines a search
paradi gmthat permts other users to query those systens to |ocate
i nformati on about the avail abl e users.

The CAB Enabl er supports nany different types of information. It
therefore has a data nodel that is flexible and extensible. It
manages traditional types of contact information (such as name,
address, emmil, phone nunber, nobile nunber) as well as new types of
informati on (such as websites, blogs, presence subscription

ref erences).

Sone string-value vCard properties are defined herein for which no
specific list of allowed strings is specified. For those properties,
it is intended that de facto taxonom es might devel op. One vCard
can, for exanple, specify a hobby of "philately", while another uses
"stanp collecting", and a third has "ol d postage stanps”. Usage, not
specification, may lead to a preference over tine for a single term
In general, these are neant to be understood by humans, rather than
to be used for autonated categorization that m ght require standard
terns and registries.

* "Tenni s" mght be an interest if one enjoys watching matches
but doesn’t play.

How t he | ookup is done depends upon the URI scheme, and

no attenpt is made here to specify details of the
| ookup nechanism An HTTP URI mght, for exanple, |ead
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to a web formthat’'s intended for manual |ookup in a
browser; thus, this URl might or m ght not be usable
for automated | ookup or searching.
