Vari ous extensions and conpani on specifications to the QAuth 2.0
Aut hori zation Framework [ QAUTH V2] utilize URIs to identify the
extension in use or other relevant context. This docunent creates
and registers an | ETF URN Sub- nanespace, as docunented in RFC 3553
[ RFC3553], for use with such specifications. The new ’oauth’ Sub-
nanespace is urn:ietf:paramnms:oauth, and QAuth rel evant paraneters
will be established underneath it.

2. Registration Tenplate

If a registrant wishes to have an QAuth URI registered, then a URN of
the formurn:ietf:parans: oaut h: <val ue> will be requested where
<value> is a suitable representation of the functionality or concept
bei ng regi stered.

The registration procedure for new entries requires a request in the
formof the following tenplate and is "Specification Required" per
RFC 5226 [ RFC5226].

URN:
The URI that identifies the registered functionality.

Common Nane:
The nane by which the functionality being registered is generally
known.

Change Controller: For Standards Track RFCs, state "IETF'. For
others, give the nane of the responsible party. Qher details
(e.g., postal address, enmil address, and hone page URI) may al so
be i ncl uded.
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Speci fication Docunent(s): Reference to the docunent that specifies
the URI, preferably including a URI that can be used to retrieve a
copy of the document. An indication of the relevant sections may
al so be included but is not required.
