there is arisk of it being used to transfer nalware, viruses, and
other malicious payloads. Inplenentors and users are encouraged
only to exchange SQ. files anpbng trusted parties and utilize all
avai l abl e security neasures, such as restricted access, virus
scanners, etc., to mnimze risk

I mpl enentors should be aware that guessing character sets,

encodi ngs, and possible conflicts between in-band and out - of - band
character set information nmay lead to the simlar security issues
as described above.

I mpl enentors should al so be aware that SQ. does not provide or
guarantee any sort of confidentiality and integrity checking, and
SQL files can expose account information or private information
about database structure and contents. It is therefore inportant
for applications to provide confidentiality and protection agai nst
nmodi fication by malicious third parties while in transit.

Interoperability considerations:
While a single standard exists ([ISQO 9075.2011]), vendor
i npl ementations of the standard vary significantly. |nplenmentors
and users should nake sure that the exchanged SQL files match to
the specific database/tool and version that they are using.
