In case of reading a nessage fromthe IMP, it may be inpossible for the
receiving NCP to determine the I ength of the nmessage if an input error

occurs. The following protocol will be used at the CCN-Host at UCLA to

resynchroni ze fl ow control .

If an input error is detected and the NCP can find the intended |ink
nunber, it will send a G/MB with frac = Oto the sending Host and di sregard
further incom ng nmessages on that |ink. When the RET has been received, a
new ALL will be sent.

If the sending Host is not waiting for a RFNM when the GVB arrives, it wll
send the RET inmrediately. If it is waiting for a RFNM corresponding to the
message with the error or a RFNM corresponding to a foll owi ng nessage, it
will send the RET after the RFNM has been received.

In this way, the receiving Host will know that the link is clear before it
i ssues a new ALL.
