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PROPOSED MORATCRI UM ON CHANGES TO NETWORK PROTOCCOL

Bill Crowther’s RFC No. 67 raised a nuch nmore fundanental issue
than the question of marking. Any change to presently established
protocol is going to involve changes in the hardware/software
devel opment efforts that have, in sone instances, been going on for
over 6 months. In the case of Miltics, this effort has vyielded
prograns either conplete or in the advanced debuggi ng stages. This

is no doubt true for many other sites as well.

The argunents being devel oped here are not that the present
protocol is ideal, but rather that everyone has agreed that it is
wor kabl e and has begun inplenmentation of it. W would therefore like
to propose a noratoriumon nost changes to this protocol for the next
6 nonths, or however long it takes to get this systemrunning and to

observe its characteristics

Specifically this means not naking changes that only effect the
efficiency or ease of inplenmentation. |If a nmajor design problemis
uncovered it should still be brought forward for consideration, as
could issues that represent extensions to the existing system But,

changes to the details of the present system shoul d not be nade.

There are several points to be made in favor of this argunent.
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The first, and perhaps the nost inportant, is getting the system
wor ki ng as soon as possible. The nmajor benefits of the network will
be in the uses to which it is put, and devel opnent al ong those lines
cannot really get off its feet until the network is operational. We
feel that, although the effort needed to reprogram part of the NCP at
a later date will undoubtedly be greater, it will be hidden by the
parallel effort then going on involving network usage and hi gher

| evel network devel opnent.

Anot her problemthat imrediately arises is what should constitute

an official change to the protocol. The history of the devel opnent
of the current protocol shows that once an idea is raised, it is
modified many times before it is generally agreeable to all. Thus

each new suggestion for <change could conceivably retard program

devel opnment in ternms of nonths.

Finally there is the consideration that an idea nmay prove
unfeasi ble once actual operation of the network begins. Any one of
the currently agreed upon issues may be reopened when full scale

testing begins to take place.

We think that these considerations are inportant enough to freeze
the network protocol wunless any problems arise that would nake a
certain feature uninpl enent abl e. Changes then leading sinply to
greater efficiency would be saved until actual network operation has

been test ed.
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This is not to say that new ideas or argunents should not be
brought forward, but that they should be brought forward with the

understanding that they are not to be considered for inmmediate



i npl ementation but rather to be discussed with a view toward possi bl e
|ater inplenentation. This concept night be reflected by titling

such docunments, "Proposal for Post-Mratorium Changes to ...
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
