end of the 16-bit and 32-bit ranges, described in this docunent as

"Last ASNs", and provides gui dance to inplenenters and operators on
their use. This docunent updates Section 10 of RFC 1930.

I nt roducti on

Over a decade ago, | ANA reserved the |ast Autononous System Nunber
(ASN) of the 16-bit ASN range, 65535, with the intention that it not
be used by network operators running BGP [ RFC4271]. Since the

i ntroduction of "BGP Support for Four-Cctet Autononous System (AS)
Nunber Space" [RFC6793], | ANA has al so reserved the | ast ASN of the
32-bit autononmous system nunber range, 4294967295. This reservation
has been docunented in the | ANA "Aut ononous System (AS) Nunbers”
registry [IANA AS]. Although these "Last ASNs" border on Private Use
ASN [ RFC6996] ranges, they are not defined or reserved as Private Use
ASNs by [I ANA. AS]. This docunent describes the reasoning for
reserving Last ASNs and provi des gui dance both to operators and to

i npl ementers on their use.

Requi renent s Language

The key words "MJST", "MJST NOT*, "REQU RED', "SHALL", "SHALL NOT",
"SHOULD', "SHOULD NOT", "RECOMVENDED', "MAY", and "OPTIONAL" in this
docunent are to be interpreted as described in RFC 2119 [ RFC2119].

Reasons for Reservation of the Last ASNs

A subset of the BGP communities of ASN 65535, the |ast ASN of the
16-bit range, are reserved for use by Well-known Communities as
described in [RFC1997] and [I ANA.VK]. Although this is not currently
true of ASN 4294967295, if there is a future need for another Speci al
Use ASN that is not designed to be globally routable, or for the
associ ated BGP comunities of such an ASN, ASN 4294967295 could be a
valid candi date for such purpose. This docunment does not prescribe
any such Special Use to this ASN at the tinme of publication.

Oper ational Considerations

Qperators SHOULD NOT use these Last ASNs for any other purpose or as
Private Use ASNs. perational use of these Last ASNs coul d have
undesirabl e results. For exanple; use of AS 65535 as if it were a
Private Use ASN, may result in inadvertent use of BGP Well-known
Conmuni ty val ues [I ANA. VK], causing undesirable routing behavior.

Last ASNs MUST NOT be advertised to the global Internet within
AS_PATH or AS4_PATH attributes. Operators SHOULD filter Last ASNs
within the AS PATH and AS4_PATH attri butes.

I mpl ement ati on Consi der ati ons

VWil e Last ASNs are reserved, they remain valid ASNs from a BGP
perspective. Therefore, inplenentations of BGP [ RFC4271] SHOULD NOT
treat the use of Last ASNs as any type of protocol error. However,
if a Last ASNis configured as the local AS, inplenmentations NMAY
generate a warni ng nessage indicating inproper use of a reserved ASN.

I mpl enentations that provide tools that filter Private Use ASNs
within the AS PATH and AS4 PATH attri butes MAY al so include Last
ASNS.

| ANA Consi der ati ons

I ANA has reserved | ast Autononmpbus System nunber 65535 fromthe
"16-bit Autononpus System Nunbers" registry for the reasons described
in this document.

I ANA has al so reserved | ast Autononpus System number 4294967295 from
the "32-bit Autonomous System Nunbers" registry for the reasons
described in this docunent.

These reservations have been docunented in the | ANA " Aut ononous
System (AS) Numbers" registry [IANA. AS] and the | ANA "Speci al - Pur pose
Aut onomous System (AS) Nunbers" registry [l ANA. Speci al AS] .

Security Considerations

Thi s docunent does not introduce any additional security concerns in
regards to usage of Last ASNs. Although the BGP is designed to allow
usage of Last ASNs, security issues related to BGP inpl enmentation
errors could be triggered by Last ASN usage.
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
