Unli ke the addresses described in [ RFC1918], which are not expected
to be seen by other parties, the addresses defined by [ RFC6598] are
expected to be seen by parties other than those depl oying the
addresses. Therefore, it is nmore crucial that recursive nanmeservers
default to serving these zones |ocally.
