The enbedded,
default CSS as included by the RFC Editor is expected to take into
account accessibility needs and to be built along a responsive design
nmodel . This docunent describes the requirenents for the default CSS
used by the RFC Editor. The class nanes are based on the cl asses
defined in "HTM. for RFCs" (RFC 7992).

The HTML format for RFCs, described in [RFC7992], assigns style

gui dance to a Cascading Style Sheet (CSS) specifically defined for
the RFC Series. This CSS will be enbedded in the published HTM.,, and
it may be overridden by a locally defined CSS, as desired. The
enbedded, default CSS as included by the RFC Editor is expected to
take into account accessibility needs and to be built along a
responsi ve desi gn nodel

Thi s docunent describes the requirenents for the default CSS used by
the RFC Editor. Unless called out otherw se, any styling provided
for these classes nmust not alter the natural |anguage content in any
visible way. Many of these classes are provided to mark the el ements
semantically: elenments using themshould sinply inherit their
surrounding styling. Exceptions are listed below A class is
identified for Internet-Drafts, such that certain features found only
in|l-Ds may be nade distinct in sone fashion within those drafts.

The requirenents will only be applied to HTM. docunents published by
the RFC Editor as per [RFC7990].

The details included in this docunment are expected to change based on
experience gained in inplenenting the new publication toolsets.

Revi sed docurments will be published capturing those changes as the
tool sets are conpleted. Oher inplementers nmust not expect those
changes to remai n backwards conpatible with the details included in
this docunent.

Desi gn Goa

RFCs nust be adaptable to a wide variety of devices and di spl ays,
accessible to assisted readers, and printable.

General Requirenents
0 Support the display of the semantic HTM. described in [ RFC7992].

o Follow best practice for accessibility, as defined by the WBC s
"Best Practices for Authoring HTM." [HTM.BP].

o Follow best practice for nobile devices, as defined by the VBC s
"Best Practices for Authoring HTM."

o Allow for a broad range of internationalized scripts.
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4. Page Layout

4.1. Title Page Header
The docunent header nust be at the top of the docunment and incl ude
all information described in "RFC Style Guide" [RFC7322] and "RFC
Streans, Headers, and Boil erpl ates" [RFC7841].

4.2. Body
The body of the docunment nust conformto the follow ng:
0 Exanples and code bl ocks must be in a fixed-w dth font
0o ASCIl art nmust be in a fixed-width font
0 Reflow the text as the screen gets snaller and linmt nmax width
o Block quotes rmust be indented
o Tables must allow for distinct header rows
o0 Paragraphs should include a hover-over paragraph identifier
Al'l anchor tags and URLs should be clearly distinguished as |inks,
for exanple, through the use of color and/or text decoration,
foll owi ng appropriate accessibility standards.

4.3. Font Choices

o Default to a sans-serif font famly with broad Uni code support for
web browser view ng.

0 Default to a serif font family with broad Uni code support for
printing.

o A fixed-width font nust be used for code and artwork-tagged
sections.

o Al fonts should be publicly licensed and supported by all mgjor
web browsers.

5. Printing
The CSS nust include support for a printer-friendly output. The
print rules should be a part of the enbedded style sheet; consuners

of an RFC nmay devel op their own print-specific style sheet, as
desired.

Li sts shoul d provide anpl e whitespace between list elenents for
legibility unless a 'conpact’ class is specified (e.g., .dl Conpact,
. ul Conpact, .ol Conpact).

CSS C asses and Attributes

This section describes the CSS classes that result in specific
changes to the natural |anguage content of a docunent. A full list

.1. .alignCenter

To be used with ’.artwork’ to indicate the figure should align in the
center of the page fl ow

.2. .alignRi ght

To be used with ’.artwork’ to indicate the figure should align on the
right of the page flow.

.3. .artwork
These classes will nostly be styled as part of '.artwork’. Specific
classes may include ’'.art-ascii-art’ and '.art-svg’. Artwork will be
held in its own block of space, centered in the page flow, and wl|
not float. Images should have a nax width of 100% so views wll

scal e properly across a variety of screens and devi ces.

. 3. 1. .art-ascii-art

Must use a nono-spaced font.

.3.2. .art-logo

No visible changes to the natural |anguage content; keep in default
style. Note that such imges are not currently allowed in RFCs.

.4. .cref

A comment within an |-D;, should be visually distinct.

For 1-Ds only; not for RFCs.

7.11. .eref
Standard link formatti ng (underlined, change in color).
7.12. .finalized
H de fromvisible content.
7.13. .note
Not es shoul d be enphasi zed and distinct fromnornal paragraph text.
7.13.1. .rfcEditorRenpve
An RFC Editor note may be added after the standard boilerplate. It

shoul d be visually distinct to highlight final removal of the note by
the RFC Editor.
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7.14. .ol Conpact
Use | ess spacing on a nunbered |ist than the default.

7.15. .ol Percent
If the style attribute fromthe source XML contains a percent sign, a
particular style setting will be required to make this setting behave
Iike an HTML ordered list.

7.16. .pilcrow
Pilcrows, when used as described in RFC 7992, shoul d appear at the
end of the paragraph, artwork, or sourcecode segnent. They should
not appear until noused-over. They should not show when printed, and
they shoul d not be sel ected when copied with a copy/paste function

7.17. .relref
Shoul d be clearly distinguished as |inks.

7.18. .rendered
H de fromvisible content.

7.19. .sourcecode
Code exanpl es or conponents should be in a fixed-width font if the
human | anguage used has an avail able fixed-wi dth font option, and
they should be visually distinct. If no fixed-width font is
avai l abl e, use the default font for that human | anguage.

7.20. .toc
The tabl e of contents should be clearly distinguished using an
i ndented, ordered list with the list style set to 'none', allow ng
for hyperlinked, in-line dotted number notation (e.g., 1., 1.1.
1.1.1.).

7.21. .type

No visible changes to the natural |anguage content; keep in default
style.
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7.22. .ul Conpact
Use | ess spacing on a bulleted |list than the default.
7.23. .ul Enpty
I ndent fromthe margin of the previous paragraph.
7.24. .url
Shoul d be clearly distinguished as |inks.
7.25. . xref
Shoul d be clearly distinguished as |inks.
8. Security Considerations
Security vulnerabilities can be introduced through the CSS, as with
CSS injection attacks [CSSATTACK]. 1In order to avoid or nitigate any

attack vectors here, the CSS used nmust comply with the current CSS
Specifications fromthe WBC.
