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Abstract

Thi s docunent describes the Nanespace ldentifiers (N Ds) "bbf",

"br oadband- forumorg", and "dslforumorg" for Uniform Resource Nanes
(URNs) used to identify resources published by Broadband Forum (BBF).
BBF specifies and nmanages resources that utilize these three URN
identification nodels. Managenent activities for these and ot her
resource types are handl ed by BBF.

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1. Introduction

Br oadband Forum (BBF) is a non-profit industry alliance driving
broadband wireline solutions and enmpoweri ng converged packet networks
wor | dwi de to better neet the needs of vendors, service providers, and
their custoners. BBF develops multi-service broadband packet
net wor ki ng specifications that address interoperability,

architecture, and nmanagenent. |Its work enabl es hone, business, and
conver ged broadband services, enconpassi hg custoner, access, and
backbone net works.

Qccasional ly, BBF specification efforts require identifiers in a

managed nanmespace so that they are unique and persistent. To ensure
that the uniqueness is absolute, the registration of three specific

Uni form Resource Name (URN) [ RFC2141] Namespace ldentifiers (N Ds)
for use by BBF are being specified in this docunent, in full
conformance with the NID registration process specified in [ RFC3406].

The "bbf" NIDis for new work efforts related to data nodels for
protocol s other than the Custoner Prenises Equi pment (CPE) WAN
Management Protocol (CWW) [TR-069]. The "broadband-forumorg" and
"dsl forumorg" NI Ds are used for all data nodels related to CAWWP
[TR-069]. BBF has used the latter two NIDs for many years without
formally registering them and has published wi dely inplenented
specifications that use these NIDs. Use of the "dslforumorg" N D
started prior the organi zation’'s 2008 nane change from DSL Forumto

Protocol (CWWP) data nodels confornming to rules for BBFF s CWP suite
of specifications.
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Nanmespace Consi derations

BBF devel ops various specifications that require the use of data
nmodel s.  URN nanespaces are key constructs to nmanage the definitions
of those data nodels reliably with persistence and uni queness.

The use of URNs should al so hel p specification authors to maintain
different versions of URNs and dependenci es between URNs, across
different versions of BBF specifications, if they so w sh.

Three NIDs are defined. The "broadband-forumorg" and "dslforumorg"
NI Ds have been used for many years by BBF without fornal

registration. (Broadband Forum changed its nane from DSL Forumin
2008.) As they are referenced by multiple BBF specifications
currently in common use, BBF is formalizing them The new "bbf" N D
will be used for new work efforts that are not enhancenents, updates,
or extensions to work that currently nmakes use of the "broadband-
forumorg" and "dslforumorg" N Ds.

Conmuni ty Consi derati ons

Partici pants involved in the devel opnent and usage of Broadband Forum
specifications will benefit fromthe publication of this namespace by
provi di ng consistent and reliable nanes for the XM. nanespaces,
schema | ocations, and similar identifiers of physical data nodels
publ i shed wi thin BBF specifications.

The BBF specifications are publicly available and are licensed to
manuf acturers on a reasonabl e and nondi scrim natory basis. BBF will
mai ntain the allocation of resources for the "bbf", "broadband-forum
org", and "dslforumorg" NIDs at the follow ng publicly viewable

| ocation: [BBF-RESOURCES]. BBF will also maintain the corresponding
specifications where the registered resources are referenced or used.
