The | CANN Root Zone Evol ution Review Comm ttee (RZERC) reviews
proposed architectural changes to the content of the DNS root zone,
the systens including both hardware and software conponents used in
executing changes to the DNS root zone, and the nechani sns used for
di stribution of the DNS root zone, and makes recommendations to the
| CANN Board. As stipulated in [ RZERC-Charter], the IETF is called
upon to nane its delegate to the comittee.

In brief, this document describes the timeframe and procedures for
the 1AB to solicit public input and make a selection for the open
posi tion.

2. Desirable Qualifications for an | ETF-Nom nated RZERC Menber

Candi dates for the RZERC shoul d have a denonstrabl e invol venent in
the 1ETF with a particular focus on active participation in | ETF
Wor ki ng Groups.

The candi date is expected to possess clearly denonstrated technica
conmpetence in Internet technology relating to the DNS root zone and
be able to articulate those technol ogy i ssues such that the | CANN
Board can be provided with sound technical perspectives. The
candidate is al so expected to be able to understand the respective
roles and responsibilities of the IETF and | CANN and be able to
articulate these roles within both organizational comunities.

The candidate will be a representative or a delegate of the IETF. It
is expected that the candidate would be able to call on experts in
the 1 ETF conmunity as required, to ensure that the | CANN Board

recei ves the highest-quality technical advice avail able.

| ETF- Nomi nat ed RZERC Menber Sel ecti on Process
1. Term Length

The | ETF appointnment to the RZERC will serve a one-year term This
appoi ntment can be renewed for up to three additional one-year terns.

In cases when the incunbent is willing to serve for an additiona
term and has not yet exceeded the termlimts described above, the

| AB may ask the I ETF community for feedback on the incunbent to find
out whether it is necessary to run a full selection process. If the
| AB deternmines that it is not necessary to run a full selection
process, the incunbent nay be reappointed by the | AB for another
year.

2. Nominations and Eligibility

Except in cases when the | AB has decided to reappoint the incunbent,
each year, the 1AB will make a public call for nomi nations on the

| ETF Announce <ietf-announce@etf.org> nailing list. The public cal
wi Il specify the manner by which nonminations will be accepted and the
means by which the list of nomnees will be published. The call for
nom nations will also include the expected workl oad for the position
as provided by the current |ETF-appoi nted RZERC nenber.

Sel f-nom nations are pernmitted. Al ong with the name and contact
information for each candi date, details about the candidate’s
background and qualifications for the position should be attached to
the nomnation. Al |ETF participants are eligible for nom nation
Whi | e | ETF NonCom menbers, | AB nenbers, | AOC nenbers, and | ESG
menbers are eligible, the AB will balance tinme constraints and
potential conflicts of interest fromthose nmenbers inits

consi deration of nom nees.

| AB nmenbers who accept a nomination will recuse thensel ves from
sel ection discussions.

3.3. Selection

The 1AB will publish the Iist of nom nated persons, reviewthe
material, and make a sel ection.

The 1 AB will consider potential conflicts with a position on the
| CANN RZERC and any ot her | CANN conmittees supported by nom nated
candi dat es.

3.4. Tinefrane

The | AB expects to seat new RZERC nenbers in time for | CANN s annua
general neeting in Q4 of each year. Basic tinmeframe requirements for
the I ETF process are as foll ows:

0 4-6 weeks for solicitation of nom nations or review of incunbent
0o 4-6 weeks for review of nom nees, deliberation, and sel ection

In @ of each year, the 1AB will announce the specific dates for the
RZERC sel ection process for that year (taking into account the
particul ar dates of | ETF and | CANN neetings, etc.) follow ng the

gui del i nes above.

3.5. Md-term Vacanci es

Thi s docunent describes the process for the general, annua
appoi nt ment of RZERC nmenbers to fill the seats of nmenbers whose terns
are ending. However, if an | ETF-appointed nenber of the RZERC is
unable to serve his or her full term the IAB nay, at its discretion,
i medi ately select a replacenent to serve the remai nder of the term
using the interimprocess defined in Section 3.5.1. |If the | AB does
not invoke the interimprocess, the next annual selection process
will fill the vacancy.

3.5.1. Interim Appointnment Process
If the |AB elects to fill the mid-termvacancy before the next annua
sel ection, a separate tineline will be announced and the rest of the
process described in this docunent will be foll owed.
